FIRST ARRESTS
AT WESTERLY

Westerly, R. I, April 27.—The first
warrants directly charging responsi-
bility for the death of any of the
fourteen supposed victims of wood
alcohol in this vicinity recently were
gserved late today on John Cisco, an
Italian, and his wife, Caterina. The
two were arrested at their home in
White Rock, a village in Westerly,
charged with manslaughter in selling
whiskey containing wood alcohol, to
Daniel T. Sullivan of the same village
on April 12 last, from the alleged ef-
fects of which he died on the follow-
ing day. Cisco and his wife pleaded
not guilty and were held without bail
for a hearing on May 6. They were
taken to the Washington County jail
at Kingston.! Today’s arrests were
made at the direction of Coroner
Everett A. Kingsley, who conducted
the inquest into Sullivan’s death, but
has not yet filed his report.

BEPORTED SMALLPO
OUTBREAK NOT SERIOUS

Glace, Bay, April 27.—The smallpox
situation here has been exaggerated
and the authorities say they are guite
prepared to cope with the situation.
There are only four patients all with
a very mild type of smallpox, and
these have been taken to the infectious
disease hospital, At a meeting of the
health board, it was decided to ask
the theatre managers to close their
nickel theatres after next week, and
they intend if any further cases break
out to close the churches and schools
if necessary, and order a general vac-
cination of the citizens particularly of
the school children. It is difficult to
trace the origin of the first case, and
it is known that the patients were af-
fected with the disease for some
weeks before they were found out.
There is one house under quarantine
in which there are seven persons who
were there at the time one of the pa
tients was removed.

He announced to-
night that he had capitulated to the
exctions of the artistic temperament,
which, aided and flattered by competi-
tion, now demanded salary, which, if
paid meant bankruptcy and if re
fused meant no performances. Both
his own and the Metropolitan Opera
Company faced deficits, he 'said for
the season just closed. Therefore he
had concluded that the public here
and elsewhere would be better served
by one company in the field and as
the Metropolitan had through its
stockholders, what amounts to sub-
sidy, he left it to fulfill the public
need,

. T. Stotesbury will take over the
Philadelphia Opera oHuse. Hammer-
stein retains his Manhattan Opera
House here, which he will probably
turn over to vaudeville, but his cos-
tumes, scenery, and all other proper-
ties, together with all his contracts,
for next season, pass to the Metropoli-
tan for a cash consideration, which
with the amount paid by Mr. Stotes-
bury, will guarantee him a total of

EQUITY COURT.
