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RTIFICATION OF

PANAMA CANAL

Hero of Santlago Makes
Impassioned Appeal in
Congress for Fortifying
Waterway.

Refers to British Control
of Suez Canal-=Oppo-
nent Places Cost at
$100,000,000.

Washington, D. C. Jap. 19.—The
opening gun in the fight for fortifica-
tion of the Panama canal was fired in
the House of Represeéntgtives today
although the postoffice appropriation
bill, ostensibly, was under considera-
tlon. General Kiefer, of Ohio, declar-
ed that the latest estimate of $12-
000,000 for the fortification of the ca-
nal would not be sufficlent. He sald
that it would cost at least $100,000,000
to so fortify the canal that it could
be held against the attack of a first
class power,

General Kiefer sasserted thal the
Clayton-Bulwér treaty, which still is
in effect, specifically provides for the
neutralization of the Isthimian \\ﬂh‘l
way.

“For 100 years,” he said, “the l nit-
ed States has been commitied by
treaties to the neutralization of the
canal across the isthmus, regardless
of the nation that built it.”

He recalled that during the consid-
eration of the Hay-Pauncefoter trea-
ty in the United States senate, all
amendments looking to the striking
out ef the neutralization clause were
voted down.

Hobson For Fortification.

Richmond Pearson Hobson, the hero
of Santlago, took” issues with the gen-
tleman from Ohio on many points.

“In the question of any important
matter in the history of civilized na-
tions,” he said, “‘can the gentleman
cite one case where any nation hav-
ing vital interest at stake, ever un-
dertook ~ to~ guard and prmoc\ t
ihrough neutralization?”

“{ would refer him to the question
of the latest and most binding treaty
in the world, the trealy of Berlin,
which neutralizes and guaranteeés the
integrity of the Balkan provinces.
This is still in full effect, yet only
two years ago Austria undertook to
annex some of these provinces with-
put even a protest.

“He refers to the Suez canal. The
British distinctly refused to let the
word ‘Guarantee’ enter the treaty un-
der which, its neutralization was ef-
fected. In fhm treaty the word is that
the contracting powers ‘agreed’ and
not ‘guaranteed.”’ The British had it
stricken out, and it had been in ef-
fect but a few years when the Hig-
lish themselves violated it, and used
it as a base of operations and over-
came the soverelgnity or semi-sover-
eignity of Egypt. And’ then the Brit-
ish In 1878 in the Russo-Turkisif war
sald, ‘we will permit no act of war.’

"Thev control that canal, and they
fhave put up fortifications along the
source of it, which with their control
of the sea, gives them absolute con-
trol of that canal as much as we could
possibly get of the Panama canal,

PALL MORTON
DD SUDDENLY

Head Of Equitable Life And
Secretary Of Navy Under
Roosevelt Stricken Sudden-
ly In New York Hotel.

.

New York, N. Y. Jan. 19—Paul
Morton, president of the -Hquitable
Life Assurance Soclety and secretary
of the navy under Theodore Roose-
velt, died of a cerebral pemorrhage
in the Hotel Seymour here tonight.
His wife and his elder brother Joy,
were at his side 156 minutes after he
was stricken, but he never regained
consciousness, and at a quarter to se.
ven o'clock an hour after he fainted,
he died.

Mr, Morton himself had no idea that
his life was in danger, but his fam-
fly, his physiclans and a .few close
friends knew that his condition was
precarious and that if he did not take
care of himself something was golng
to break.

As he reached the Gth floor of the
l::jnm shortly before ¢ o'clock he faint-
oa.

Mrs, Morton and Joy Morton were
summoned, and they found him un-
conscious, Last Christmas the Hquit-
able Life issued a new Christmas pol-
icy. 1t was suggested that the presi-
dent should tuke out the first pll-
icy. When his application was refus-
ed, ‘the family learned for the first
time that he was in a serious condi-
tion, owing to the clogging of the
arterles through what his medical ad-
viger called “auto-intoxication,” a con-
dition in which the body does not rid
itself of the toxins in the blood. Mr.
Morton did not consider his condi-
tion serious.

Dr. F. 8. Pearson rveporied the
death to the coroner. It was decided
that no inquest wias necessary.

In 1872 Morton entered the Omaha
office of the Burlington and Missouri
River rallroad in Omaha, as a clerk
in the land office. His rise in the rail-
road world was rapid, and when he
left the Burlington in 1890 he held
the position of .general freight and
passenger agent of the system.

After six years with the Colorado
Fuel and Iron Company, and its sab-
sidlary corporations, Mr. Morton be-
came vice president of the Santa Fe
Railroad, which position he held un-
til 1904, when he was appointed
Secretary of the Navy by President
Roosevelt. He was made president
of the Equitable Life Assurance so-
clety in 1905, and has held that posi-
tion since.

Mr. Morton was martied to Char-
lotte Goodridge, of Chicago, in 1880,

3.—~The assertion of Canada’s right
to board and search American fishing
vessels. suspected of breach of the
fishery regulations,

fishermen should be obliged to’ take
out Canadian licenses before fishing
in-Canadian waters,

A Mixed Commission,
The general disposition was to try
diplomatic means, and if such were to
fall, to lay the matters in dispute be-
fore an lndependem board or mixed
if, for Newfound-
Iund and the Unnod States failed to
agree, this mixed commission should
consist of one Newfoundlander, one
American and a third member chosen
by the other two. A minute to this
effect was drawn up and signed by all
parties. Thé representatives oft New-
foundland thought that they could
make no further progress, and Sir Ed-
ward Morris and Captain O’Reilly, his
expert adviser, left Washington.

Sir Allen Aylesworth and Mr. Bro
deur hoped that so far as Canadian
legislation and regulations were -con-
cerned a further conference might
prove effective.
