WILL CHANGE LOGATION
OF MARKET S0. FOUNTAIN

The proposed change in the location
of the fountain on Market Square was
discussed before the city council in
committee of the whole yesterday af
ternoon and it was decided to approve
the arrangements made provided that
if a better location than that suggest-
ed could be found the commissioner
of public works would adopt it. Dur-
ing the discussion Commissioner Potts
said he expected to do the work with
his department employes with the ex-
ception of ‘stone cutting for which ex-
pert assistance would be necessary.
The estimated total cost of removing
the fountain from its present site and
rebuilding it on the southern side of
the square, together with any other
work that might be necessary was
estimated at $2,386.80.

Commissioner McLellan agreed that
the work was necessary and should be
undertaken but added that he had hop-
ed to see a more ambitious plan which
would include a convenience station.
He informed the council that the facili-
ties now in the market would be re-
moved soon and it would be necessary
to provide other facilities in the vi-
cinity of King Square.
Commissioner Potts said he had had
plans prepared for such stations in
Market Square and King Square but
at this time he would not ask for the
expenditure necessary for them.
Mayor Frink said the provision of
such stations would mean that an em-
iploye would have to be placed in
charge of them and devote all his time
to that work,
Commissioner Potts sald he believed
the provision of shoe shine and news
stands in connection with them would
provide a revenue which would be suf-
