W. H. Trueman returned Tuesday from 
B visit to the Canadian west. To a Tele­
graph reporter Mr. Trueman gave an in­
teresting account of the trip. “I went as 
far west as Calgary,” he said, “which gave 
me considerable opportunity to see both 
the wheat end ranching portions of the 
country. Calgary is a town of about 12,000 
people, a growth of more than 5,000 in 
the .past year. It contains many fine 
buildings of stone and brick, and has a 
very substantial and progressive appear­
ance.
Met New Brunswickers.

“Quite a number of New Brunswickers 
are established in or about Calgary. Among 
them I met H. A. Allison, son of Hr. 
Allison of the University at Sackville. He 
•went west about three years ago, and is 
now a member of the law firm of Loug- 
heed & Bennett. T Mr. Allison has already 
earned a very considerable standing in his 
profession, and is regarded as exceedingly 
•well qualified to actuate success. It. B. 
Bennett, of the firm, was absent from Cal­
gary, greatly to my regret.

“We have heard,” said Mr. Trueman, 
“many reports of Mr. Bennett's success in 
the west since he left Chatham a few 
years ago to enter into partnership with 
Senator Lougheed at Calgary. I can as- 

you that these reports do not begin

tion as a lawyer and speaker. All through 
the west 1 heard nothing but the highest 
praise of his ability, and the frankest 
recognition of his work.

As to Real Estate.
“I suppose,” said the reporter, “that the 

real estate market in Winnipeg is as ac­
tive as ever?”

“So it is,” said Mr. Trueman. “But@ I 
found on many sides the feeling that prices 

bound to decline, except in the very 
•best portions of the principal business 
thoroughfares. Some real estate men claim 
that the prices are far from the point to 
which they will climb and say 
hat, judged by the figures in Ameri­

can cities, they are too low. Rents 
very high. A house that would rent for 

say $300 in St. John would command 
double the figure in Winnipeg. I was 
shown a number of homes that were said 
to be for sale. A house that here would 
be worth $4,000 or $5,000 is there held at 
three and four times that figure in some 
instances. It is freely acknowledged by 
many intersted in real estate that rents 
and values must reach a more normal 
footing and that in two or three years 
time a better condition will exist.”

“It is said,” remarked the reporter, 
“that there are many unemployed in Win­
nipeg, and that hundreds of men axe 
walking the streets. Did that come under 
your notice?”

“I spoke about that to Winnipeggere, 
and while they acknowledged the pres­
ence of hundreds of idle men. said they 
were woodsmen from the lumber camps. 
I would hardly think that correct,” said 
Mr. Trueman. “They seemed to me to be 
to a large extent recently arrived immi­
grants off the sort unwilling to take up 
with farming life. I made some inquiry as 
to the condition of -the labor market, and 
learned that skilled laborers are in good 
demand. The field is filled to overflowing 
with persons seeking clerical employment. 
I was naturally interested in the legal 
profession, and found that litigation, was 
fairly active and that lawyers as a whole 
are doing exteremely well. Many of the 
law firm carry on enormous business in 
real estate and in loans. Some of the offices 
are so busy that the staff including the 
firm, embrace 20 and 30 members. The 
judges are kept very -busy, and the court 
house with numerous cases on trial pre­
sents a busy appearance.

“While in Winnipeg I received many 
curtesies from J. A. M. Aikens.
Aikens is the head of a firm with a very 
large practice. He has been in Winnipeg 
since his admission many years ago to the 
Ontario bar, and is regarded as one ÿ the 
very ablest lawyers in the dominion. I 
came back geratly pleased with the trip, 
but in no way lessened in my attachment 
for our own province. The east has many 
advantages that the west does not pos­
sess, and a person should have considerable 
inducement presented to him before giv­
ing up the attractiveness that life here af­
fords.”

The mis­
sion depot at 202 King street, E. Toronto, 
is kept continually open to all comers, in­
curring a cost of $600 annually. The mis­
sionary gratefully acknowledges $21.50 
tributed last year in St. John.

London Papers Sound Note of Warn­
ing About Coming Conference.

Mr. Carleton County Council.
Woodstock, April 11.—The Carleton 

county agricultural society held a recent 
meeting. President Judson Briggs was the 
presiding officer and C. L. Smith secretary. 
Mr. Smith reported that he had ordered 
$1,200 worth of seed as follows: Timothy, 
$700; large clover, $300; small clover, $100; 
alsike, $100. Half the seed would be sent 
to Jacksonville, to be sold to the mem­
bers of the society living in that neighbor­
hood. Messrs. Smith and Briggs reported 
that they had been in Fredericton inter­
viewing the government for a grant to the 
fall exhibition. They impressed upon the 
government the fact that if they received 

grant Woodstock would be reluctantly 
compelled to abandon the exhibition. They 
received the promise of help but tihe 
amount of money was not decided upon.

An important meeting of the town 
cil was held last night. Dr. E. S. JAirk- 
patrick, secretary of the 67th Regt. Band, 
was present and asked for a grant for 
$100. A, similar request was made by the 
Citizens’ Band. Action in both cases was 
deferred.

A motion was made that the school trus­
tees be given $1,000 on the 1905 assessment. 
An amendment was carried by the casting 
vote of the mayor that the finance eom- 
mitee ascertain the anyunt of requisition 
made by the school trustees on the town 
for the last fourteen years,and the amount 
paid the trustees every year.

On motion the year's exemption of taxes 
on the Maritime 'Wrapper Factory, passed 
in 1896, and a similar exemption on Mar­
itime Pure Food Co., passed in 1897, were 
lx>th rescinded as these places have ceased 
to exist.

ance.’

“The Pall Mall Gazette says that if any­
thing be capable of estranging the colon­
ies, it would be the arrogant intimation 
that their fiscal views are heretical. That 
an orthodox 'free trade country cannot con- 
descent to discuss them, that the bands 
they seek to establish with the headquar­
ters of the empire are “squalid,” and that 
in inspiring to closer ties with the United 
Kingdom they are animated by what Lord 
Balfour calls “The baser motives of com­
mercial gain.’ ”

The Evening Standard says the colonies 
do not love Downing street and Downing 
street even now does not quite undesstand 
the colonies.

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leged that he was the informant in the 
present case as well as in about ten others 
of a like nature. He could not swear posi­
tively that Ayer was an alien, having 
known him but four years. The witness 
said that the company manufactured cedar 
canoes, paddles, snowshoes, etc., and did 
business throughout the United States 
and Canada. He believed Mr. Chestnutt’s 
establishment was a recent one.

The next witness for the prosecution 
Louis Lovitt, a canoe builder in the 

employ of the Oldtown Canoe Company. 
He averted that the defendant asked him 
in December last at Oldtown if it was not 
possible for him to procure a few men 
to go to Fredericton and work in his 

factory. The witness directed him 
to A, F. Ayer and Geo. F. Ayer.

The last witness for the prosecution was 
Horace K. Byther, also an employe of the 
Oldtown Canoe Company, and he 'testified 
about seeing .the defendant in Oldtown in 
December last.

At this point the prosecution’s counsel 
procured an adjournment in order to se­
cure more witnesses.

An exceptionally rare kind of a case 
in this country came up in the county 
court chambers Tuesday afternoon before 
Judge Forbes. It is a matter coming 
under the head of the aliens labor act. 
George H. Richardson, of Oldtown (Me.) 
is plaintiff and W. T. Chestnutt, of Fred­
ericton, is defendant. The plaintiff is 
treasurer and manager of the Oldtown 
Canoe Company, and on behalf of that 
corporation, alleges that the defendant 
went to Oldtown and while in the plain­
tiff’s factory asked some of the workmen 
there to go to Fredericton and work in 
the defendant’s canoe factory in Freder­
icton. '

The prosecution alleges that the defen­
dant induced an alien, A. F. Ayer, to leave 
Oldtown, making a contract with him, and 
to immigrate to Canada under the con­
tract. It is also contended that some 
ten workmen in all were induced by Mr. 
Chestnutt to leave the Oldtown factory 
and go to Fredericton.

The first witness called was Geo. H. 
Richardson, the plaintiff, of Oldtown 
(Me.), who testified that Ayer was in his 
employ about three years, as was also 
Geo. H. Ayer, his brother. The witness 
afeo said that Messrs. Wickett and H. C. 
King were workmen of theirs prior 'to 
Chestnutt’s visit to Oldtown.
