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The Honorable Mr. IHamlton (Kiiiqo n), froni the Committee on Banking, Commerce
and Railways to whom was referred the Bill intituled "An Act to ainend the Act 23 Victor,

"neglect to pilot when so selected, shall be subject to the same penalty as that imposed by
" section thirty-three of the said Act, on pilots who refuse or neglect to pilot in their turn,
" and roeoverable in the same manner."

The said amendments being read a second time, and the question of concurrence put on
eaCh, they werd severally agreed to.

On motion of the Honorable Mr. JMitchdl, seconded by the Honorable Mr Campbell,

"cretionary power to the Judgos to award punishment by whipping."
