This is a beautiful, moody spy 

story set in the Glasnost-era of the 
Soviet Union. Sean Connery plays 
a British publisher drawn into the 
spy game by a mysterious Soviet 
scientist and a gorgeous Russian 
courier. Connery is dead-on as al­
ways as the boozy, haggard hero, 
but Michelle Pfeiffer is even better 
as the courageous messenger. With 
an immaculate support cast and 
breathtaking on-location photog­
raphy, The Russia House is per­
haps the best Western film ever 
made in, and about the Soviet Un­
ion. It is an excellent sociological 
and geographical essay on the cul­
ture, politics, and secrets of the 
country in this new age of open­
ness and detente.
