Alberta Oil Incomes’ two wells
are logging satisfactorily. No. 1
is at 8652 feet and No. 2 at 1674
feet, These are close to a nu-
ber of operations by pioneers who
gave up due to a lack of knowledge
of conditions in the morth end of
the valley at a time when 8000-foot
wells had not been drilled in Al-
berta.

YEAR'S COMPLETIONS

During 1939 ‘a total of 34 wells
were completed in Turner Valley.
Following is the list of producers
brought in during the year: Anglo
Nds. 3, 4, 5, 6 and 8; Argus; Brit-
ish Colonial; Calwin; Command
No. 2; D. & D. Extension Nos. 1 and
2; East Crest No. 4; Harris Nos,
1 and 2; Home-Millarville No, 2;

Approximately $6,000,000 was
spent In actual drilling operations

in the valley during 1939. This
figure is arrived at by estimating
the cost of 34 welis drilled to
completion at $175,000 each. To
this sum must be added the cost
of production equipment and oil
and gas gathering lines through-
out the field.

‘While varfous estimates have
been made regarding the number
of wells likely to be drilled in the
valley in 1940 it is safe to predict
that the record of 1939 will at least
be duplicated. It all depends on
progress that is made for securing
wider markets.

Drilling operations are-gradusliy
shifting north as good sites become
sgcarce in the southwestern part of
the valley. The north end offers a
large area that may be considered
proven but drilling is rather deep.
The west central part of the field
needs further testing for omne to
estimate its possibilities.
