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Although the following singularly interesting anecdotes of
an eminently pious and useful minister were published some
years since, both in America and in this country, it is presumed
that they will be new to many of your readers; and those who
may have seen them will be glad to have them preserved in
your magazine, Their authenticity is unquestionable.

MRr. TexNeENT was born in 1705. His father, who was a
minister of the Church of England, emigrated with his family
from Ireland in the year 1718 ; having become conscientiously
scrupulous of conforming to the terms imposed on the Clergy.
In America he was encouraged to hope for a greater liberty of
conscience,and of being more successtully employed in extending
the kingdom of the Redeemer.

He was distinguished for his proficiency in the learned
languages, and especially for his knowledge of Latin, which he
spoke and wrote almost as well as his native tongue. He had
