or left unnoticed a long time. Then, if neces-

n?, one must resort to the scrubbing-brush,

and perhaps use a little soap. When am-
monia —or, as some think, soft-soda—is used,
the paint must be rinsed, and wiped dry im-
mediately, and only a small space washed at
a time before rmsing. Thisis a slow process,
and can in almost all cases be avoided by re-
moving any grease spot immediately.

In cleaning grained wood use clear warm
water and a clean white cloth. Be earelnl
and not have the water hot, as that will leave
white spots. Wash only a small place at a
time, and wipe dry as fast as a spot is wash-
ed. . Wipe with a clean white cloth. Colored
cloths stain the waod, or give a dingy look to
the praiRing. Webno mors atatime then
can be dried immediavely, as drops will settle
on the wood, and make the whole loox dull,
old and streaked if left to dry by the atmos-
phere. It should be robbed perfectly dry,
changing the cloths as soon as wet.

o If g1ained wood has been very much neg-
lected, or left till greatly soiled - with greasy
fugers, or defaced by fly : specks, a very little
hard soap must be put iuto the first water
and that will necessitato mora careful rinsing
and drying. Baut, if possibly, avoid using the
soap, even if it may require a little more time
and labor to cleanse the wood, for soap tar-
the varnish, however skilfully it may
be applied. On no account put the soap on
the cloth.

Gilding in cornices, or on any partof the
wood-work, must be carefully guarded from
being touched by water or wet cloth when
cleaning & room ; mnor should it be wiped
even with the cleanest cloth ; that will deaden
‘and take off the guilding. A feather brush
will remove the dust better than anything.
If the guildiog unfortunatelylbecomes spotted,
only an expert at regilding can with safety
attempt to renovate it.

The finest furniture will be soon defaced if
it do not receive careful attention very often.
The very best will not be injured by washing
with & soft sponge wet in clear cold water,
Bqueene the sponge gently 8o that the water
will not drip, and then rub the furnittre with
i%, ponetrating into all the flpe catving ; then
tako a soft chamois.skin, and wipe and rub ag
dry as possible, taking care to dry all the
moisture from every seam and crevice, even if
necessary to get atit by wrapping the chamois-
skin on the point of a blunt stick or ivory
crochet needle. As the rubbing and drying
proceed, when the chamois becomes quite
damp, wring it between two dry cloths to ab-
sorb all the moisture posaible, and polizh off
lastly with a clean dry skin.

It varnished work becomes defaced, and
begins to show white spots, take equal parts
oi linseed oil and turpentine, put them in a
vial, shake till thoroughly incorporated, then
pour in small quantitivs on a soft cloth, and
apply to the spots. Repeat till the color is
restored, and shen with auother clean sofs
cloth wipe the mixture off carefully. In
deeply carved furniture, if the dust has sestled
80 as to be difficult to remove, use first a
stiff-haired paint-brush to get out as much of

the dust as possible before using the wes |-

sponge ; then roll the sponga up in the hand,
and rub it into the carving twoor three times ;
rinse and rub dry with tho chamois, and fin-
ish off by wrapping the dry skin over the
ivory needle, and drying every damp place in
the carving.  This need not take more time
than is occupied in telling it.  If the furni-
ture is often dusted, it will not require any
more, and it will look fresh and bright for
years with such care.

If hot water or spirits of any kind have
been spilled on furniture or varnished wood,
it will turn white in spots, and become greatly
defaced. Take two tablespoonfuls of sweet
oil, one teaspoonful of vinegar, and half a tea-
epoonful of turpentine; shake thesc well to-
gether; wet a soft piece of flannel in this
mixture, and rub the spots with it. They wil
then disappear, leaving the furniture as gcol
&8 new.

If at any time desirable to give pine tables
an oaken color, or the wood-work of a room,
it can be done without calling in a painter.
Wash the wood carefully in a solution of
copperas diesolved in strong lye, in the pro-

rtion of a pound of copperas to a gallon of
ya; when the wood is diy after having been
thus thoroughly saturated with this wash, oil
it, and it will look fresh and nice for a year
or two, when it can be restained and again
oiled. Often, when not subjeoted to hard
usage, the color will remain undimmed for
severnl years, only requiring to be oiled ocea-
sionally. The color may be put on with a
short-bristled brush, or the hands being pro-
teoted with thick buckskin gloves, the wash
may be applied with a cloth, which will
saturate the wood more evenly. It will blister
the hands if they are not well protected.

Oil-cloths washed in hot water or in soap-
suds, or with a brush, will look dingy when
dry, and soon crack and peel off; but when
alwoys washed in lukewarm water with a
piece of soft old flannel, and wiped perfectly
ary each time, they last much longer, and
will retain their young looksdown to old age;
and it greatly improves their appearance to
use half milk and half water. Skim.milk, if
not seur, is just as good as new milk. This
makes oil-cloth look as if varnished. Neither
80ap, hot water nor brush should ever bo used
on it

In cleaning matting, wash twice during the
rummer with salt and water—a pint of salt
to half a pailful of warm soft water; dry
quickly with a clean soft cloth. Treated in
this way, the matting will not grow yellow.
Or, if preferred, apply a thin coat of varnish
to the matting. That will make it more
durable, and greatly improve its appearance.
1f varnished, 1t will not need washing. Now
and then wipe with a wet cloth, and dry
quickly. Use white varnish on white matting.
Be sure and have the varpish tbin, or the
mattiog will erack.

It often happens that the wood-work on
doois, particularly near the handles, will be-
come quite dirty and badly stained by the
frequent running back and forth of careless
children. In these caces it is scmetimes
found impossible to remove the marks
with cold water or without the use of
soap, however, undesirable. If this occurs,
throw two tablespoonfuls of pulverized borax
into a pail of hot water, and wash the paint
with it, Do not use a brush; but if found
impossible to remove the marks in this way,
then soap must be resorted to. Rub the soap
on the cleth, and then sprinkle over the soap
dry powdered borax, and rub the spote faith-
fully, rinsing with plenty of water. By wash«
ing wood-work in this way the paint will not
be injured, and the borax will keep the hands
soft and white. Borax is not f as freely
used in domestic labor as it would be if all
its usefulness were better known. Its help
in increasing the oleansing properties of
eoap andat the same time correoting its corro-
sive tendency, 18 one of the most valuable
properties.
