HEAVY SHIPMENTS FOR LE ROI
AND LE ROI NO. 2—CAS-
CADE BEGINS.

The week ending last night showed |

a substantial increase in the ore ship-
ments for the camp, the aggregate
output being 5830 tons. Of this the
Le Roi produced 4500 tons and the Le
Roi No. 2 1300 tons. The Cascade
mine on St. Thomas mountain enters
the shipping list for the first time with
30 tons 'to its credit. The shipment was
made on Friday, and the company

figure on sending out 60 tons per week
as long as the sleighing continues.

Work - has progressed steadily in all
the mines. A feature of the week has
been the introduction of a number of
additional steel ore dumps to the roll-
ing stock of the Red Mountain rail-
road. This will enable the mines to in-
crease their tonnage at will, the big
steel cars having a substantially larger
capacity than the ordinary rolling
stock. ~

Le Roi.—The usual stoping and de-
veloping ;operations have been under
way steadily, and excellent progress
has been made. The drifts on the 900
foot level have been pushed ahead, and
the preliminary work in the shaft at
the 1050 foot level is almost completed.
The latter feature will permit of the
resumption of sinking at an early date.
Men for the mine are now hired at the
Black Bear tunnel at the hours spe-
cified in an advertisement appearing
in another column.

Le Roi No. 2.—It will be seen from
the shipping list for the week that
stoping operations in the No. 1 and
Josie mines of the Le Roi No. 2 group
have been especially active, and that
the mines have about attained the
average tonnage to be produced weékly
for the pext few months until another

usual. lines, those of opening up the
ore bodies at the lower levels. The

eminently satisfactory.

Nickle Plate.—Development work
only has been carried on at the mine,
but this has made steady progress and
good results have been obtained.

Kootenay.—About 20 men are em-
ployed at the property steadily on
development work by contract. The
drifts on the 400 and 600 foot levels
have gone ahead during the past week
rapidly, and the ore bodies are showing
up in a most satisfactory manner.

Centre Star.—The week's work has
been confined to development, but it
is expected that shipments will be re-
sumed  on or about the end of the
month., The principal features of the
development have been the extension
of the east drift on the 600 foot level
and the sinking of the shaft. In both
respects marked advances have been
made.

Spitzee.—A start has been made on
the crosscut to the north on the 100
foot level/ After the company has
opened up the ore body as far as desir-
ed in this direction it is expected that
sinking will be resumed at once, and
the announcement to this effect may
be looked for at an early date.

AT THE ABE LINCOLN

THE EXPERIMENT WITH THB
ELECTRIC DRILL PROVES
A FAILURE.
S S
MACHINE TRIED IS TOO LIGHT
FOR THE WORK IN ROSS-
LAND CAMP.

The experiments at the” Abe Lincoln
mine with the Gardner electric ~ drill
have been concluded, and the result s
not favorable to the machine, which
will be taken out by the manufacturers.
The experiments were inaugurated sev-

peen given a thorough test. The generai
diagnosis of the causes of the failure is
that the drifl tested was not heavy
enough for the work to be done. It is
the medium weight machine made by
the company and is undoubtedly unfit«
ted for the conditions existing in the
.4 cap. The same machine i
been thoroughly tried in other camps
and found to give every satisfaction,
but the rock encountered in Rossland
was too much for it, and it failed to do
the work. The Gardner people sent an
expert machinist, Mz, (Rothschild, to set
up the drill, and in his opinion the heav-
jer pattern of the madhine construated
by the company would answer the pur-
poses of the Rossland camp.

The experiment conducted at the Abe
Lincoln was of especial ‘interest to min-
ing men, as if successful the Gardner
electric dmill would have proved inval-

in the camp. Its strong point is that.no
intermediate machinery is required’ be-
yond a minor contrivance for changing
the current from alternatnig to .directs

current is conducted to this epparatus
and from it to the drill without further
plant, and the drill is openated with the
unusuaily low rate of two horsepower,
while & compressor plant for a similar
property would require probably not
less than 50 horsepower.

While the drill was in operation at tile
Abe Lincoln the south drift om the 200-
foot level was run in about 25 feet from
the shaft.

Despite all they could do, the flames
jumped across the street and set fire
to the Smythe block. When one of the
rear walls of the Kennard fell, the roof
of the extension of tle Derryfield club
was ignited, but the firemen saved the
main building. Much other adjoining
property was considerably damaged by
bothl fire and water.

The cause of the fire is believed to
have been located in the new electrical
connéction in Allen & Kimball’'s store.

ACCUSED OF MURDER.

Serious Charge Laid Against a New
Hampshire Farmer.

NEWPORT, N. H., Jan. 14—George
H. Briggs, an elderly prosperous farm-
er of Langdon, was placed on trial to-
day charged with the murder of Mrs.
Florence Jones, a neighbor. Two wit-
nesses were called during the day,
both children of the murdered woman,
Cleveland Jones, 16 years old, said that
on November 2, while in a field driv-
ing some stray cattle, Briggs, who
was also there, accused him of fright-
ening the cattle. He said that they
called each other names, and Briggs
threatened to shoot the whole Jones
family. Later Briggs appeared at the
Jones home with a revolver, and
when Mrs. Jones went to the - door
Briggs shot her, following her into the
kitchen and firing two more shots into
the prostrate woman.

A surface gang has started work on
the site for the refinery, on which work
is to be rushed ahead as rapidly as
possible, The refinery will be located
some 400 yards from the main works,
and will be connected therewith by a
tramway operated by electricity, over
which the matte will be transported
to undergo the refining process.
The changes at the smelter proper
are being conducted rapidly, and the
plant should be in readiness to blow
in its copper and lead furnaces by the
first of the month, when the War
Bagle and Centre Star will commence
shipments on a large scale. -
