may be can not be charged to the Act,
but to the violators of the law.

But - Prohibition " is opposed to
the mcthods which we temperance
people employ. Again, he leaves ug
in the dJark as to what these are.
Well, we nsa the platiorm and the
press, and free personal argument with
our neighbors—means which are em-
ployed in advocating any other ve-
form, in a free country, by a free
and intelhgent people.  No meth-

ods, not in accord with the laws of

our country, can be mentivned against
us, Our methods are not dynamite,
not incendiarism, not the revolver, ali
of which bave been brought home to
our opponents, both in Ontario and
the United States.

If subscribers neglect to take their

H)criv dicals from the office to which

they are directed they are responsible
till they have settled up their bill and
ordered the stoppage.

1f subseribers move to other places
without informing the publisher, and
the papers are sent to the former dir-
ection, they are held responsible.

The cowrts have decided. that refus-
ing to take periodicals from the office,
or removing and leaving them nneall-
ed for, is prima facic evidence of inten-
tional fraud.

The latest postal laws are such that
newspaper publishers can prosecute
anyone for fraud who tukes a paper
and refuses to pay for it. . The man
who allows his subseription to run
along for some time unpaid and then
