B Kicking Cow.

I once had a cow, eight years old.
that was the worst kicking cow I
ever saw, from her youth up. She
had been coaxed and whipped, but
all to no purpose. I made up my
mind that the next time she kicked
I would take up her hind leg and
bold it up while one milked her. I
orly had to wait until the next moru-
ing to see the fun. The next morn-
ing soon came around, the cow kick-
ed as usual, and the instant she
kicked I lifted up her hind leg. and
in spite of her, held it up until she
gave up all effort trying to get con-
trol over her leg again. T called a
hand to come and milk her, I bhold-
ing up her leg all the time; I then
let her have her leg again. ' I kept
her three years after thal, and she
was never known to kick again. I
have broken a pumber of cows off
the habil of kicking, in the same
way. The instant your cow kicks,
lift up Ler hind leg, and hold it just
as 8 blacksmith would a horse’s hind
leg to set a shoe. If you let your
cow go until you can call the neigh-
bors to belp you, she will never get
the idea that ycu hold up her leg
because she kicked. The above
treatment is more effective than all
the halters and tying legs ever in-
vented to break a cow of kicking.—

To Measure the Height of a
Tree.

There is a very simple way of
measuring the height of a tree which
can be practiced by any one ocn a
suony day or in the bright moon-
light. ~All the apparatus that is ne-
necessary is a straight stick of any
length. Draw a circle witk a radius
(half the diameter) of a little less
than the length of the stick. This
will be done by holding one end of
the stick, say two inches from its
end, and moving the other end around
making the circle with a knife or a
chip.—Then place the stick in the
groand exactly in the centre of the
circle, perfectly upright, and press
it down until the height of the stick
is exactly the same as the radius of
the circle. When the end of the
shadow of the stick exactly touches
the circle, then also the shadow of
the tree will he exactly in length the
same measurement asits height. Of
course, in such a case, the sun will
be at an exact angle of 45 degrees.
Measurements of this character can
be best effected in the summer, when
the sun is powerful, and has reached
to a good height in the heavens, and
when the trees are clothed with liv-
ing green so as to. catch a dense
shadow. To many td whom this
idea may have occurred, it might be
made annually a matter of interest
thus on warm summer days to take
the height'of prominent trees, and so
to compare growth from year to year.

Some people have yet to learn the
danger from turning cattle into rank
clover pastare tc feed at will
Clover is particnlarly dangerous
when wet with rain or dew, but a
hungry ox or cow will often eat
enough of it when free from water to
cause bloat cr death. The Farmer’s
Home Journal of Louisville, Ky.,
records the loss of two valuable cows
that were recently driven to a public
anction sale, and turned into a clover
field\the night before, both dying with
clover bloat caused by over-ealing.
Cattle owners should bz very careful
how they feed green clover cut, or
in pasture, to hungry animals of the
cow kind. Sheep are far less sub-
ject to injury from such feed. The
only safe way to feed green clover to
cattle is to give it free from rain or
dew and in very moderate quantities,
especially at first before they get
accustomed to it.
