CLYDE IRONCLAD FOR RUSSIAN
GOVERNMENT.

[Tim.s.]

It has for some time past been aseert-
ed without contradiction that a firm of
shipbuilders on the Clyde hds received

for the construction of a mouster iron-
clad, which is to be practically inval-
nerable, and the sabject is attracting
couneiderable interest in official circles.
It is suid that the vessel is 10 bave an
armored deck, in shape something like
the back of a tortoise, with sharp edges
all rouud, on which an iron ram may
expend its torce ouly to its own injury,
or, at most, cut through a mere iringe
into one of numberiess water-tightcom-
partments. The surfuces above and
below the water being made on the
sae slop, would offer no mwk for an
opponent’s shot, which would glance
off without doing any serious injury,
and only vertical firing, which isalways
unreliable, or batttering from above at
c.ose quarters, which the monitor’s own
héavy guns might repel, could be used
against such an antagonist. The old
system of bourding wmight avail, but as
the ship is Lo be 500 feet in length by
100 feet broad, she will probably carry
a large number of men, and boarding
might wot be so easy. The torpedo
alone she will have to fear, and agaiist
the torpedo she would have to take her
chance with the rest. Her armament,
it is said, will counsist of toar or wmore
100-ton guns, mounted on the disappear-
ing ‘principle, together with appliunces
