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There is very little news now 
from the seat of war. Havana 
advices of the 23rd say that the 
situation there remains the same 
as during the blockade. Provis­
ions and other necessaries are said 
to be scarce and high. Madrid 
advices of the same date say that 
the opposition parties, supported 
by the press and public opinion, 
are urging the Government to re­
sist American pretensions in the 
Philippines. It is said that the 
belief is general that Germany, 
Russia and France will oppose the 
United States annexing any con 
siderabte part of the archipelago.

William Campbell, Esq., has 
been chosen by the Conservatives 
of the first district of ^Queen’s 
County to contest the election to 
be held on the 31st inst., to fill 
the vacancy caused by the ap­
pointment of Judge Warburton. 
Dr. Robertson of Crapaud is the 
Govemmentcandidate. Mr.Camp 
bell is an old and experienced 
parliamentarian, as well as a sue 
cessful farmer. He is consequently 
closely in touch with the great 
majority of the electors of the dis 
trict and understands their wa^. 
We expect, therefore", that the 
electors of the first district will 
show their wisdom by triumph 
antly electing him on Wednesday 
next The election of a Govern 
ment supporter means approval of 
the recklessness and extravagance 
with which our finances have 
been managed by the Liberal 
Governments of the Province for 
the last seven years. We cannot 
imagine that the farmers of the 
first district of Queen's endorse 
the course pursued by our Pro­
vincial Government since 1891, or 
desire a continuance of the same. 
If not, let them return Mr. 
Campbell by a sweeping majority 
this day week.

A Halifax despatch of Monday 
last says that a committee of the 
Maritime Board of Trade was ap 
pointed at the Truro meeting to 
present a memorial to Sir Louis 
Davies, for his use as Canadian 
Commissioner at the Quebec con 
ference. The committee, it 
eaid, authorized. Sir Louis, on 
their behalf, to ofier to the Uni 
ted States the free use of Can 
adian inshore fisheries by United 
States fishermen on the same 
terms enjoyed by Canadians. 
This privilege to be given in ex­
change for access to Borto Rico 
and Cuba, for Canadian products 
on the same eustoms tariff as is 
imposed on the United States 
products. It is also stated that 
a committee of the Halifax board 
of trade made similar representa­
tions to Sir Louis. This is what 
is going the rounds of the press. 
If the report is true, it would seem 
to be a somewhat arbitrary un­
dertaking for these committees to 
assume the right to speak for the 
Maritime Provinces in a matter 
of such importance. Cuba and 
Porto Rico have scarcely come 
under the laws of the United 
States, and there may be many 
things to consider before any 
such arrangement should be made. 
To say the least, the action, if 
true, seems a little precipitate.

As intimated in our last issue, 
Mr, Beaven, failed to form a Gov­
ernment in British Columbia, and 
gave up the task. The Lieuten­
ant Governor then sent for Mr. 
Semlin, Leader of the opposition 
in the last Legislature and asked 
him to form a ministry. It will 
be remembered that Mr. Semlin 
commanded a following of only 
about one half of the members 
elect who were opposed to the 
Turnèr Government The other 
wing was divided between the 
famous Joe Martin and a Mr. 
Cotton of Vancouver. The latest 
accounts indicate that the fac­
tions have been united under Mr. 
Semlin, both Martin and Cotton 
accepting office in the new Gov­
ernment Martin becomes Attor­
ney-General, and Cotton Provin­
cial Treasurer. The probabilities 
are that another general election 
will be brought on right away. 
From these facts it will easily be 
seen how deep was the plot that 
deprived the Turner Government 
of office. Mr. Turner is a Con­
servative and as such is not a per 
aona grata to Lieut Governor 
Mclndes, who, in imitation of 
Lord Aberdeen, is evidently most 
anxious to please his masters at 
Ottawa Apparently- fearing 
that, by the time the Legislature 
met, Mr. Turner might have a 
majority of the members with 
him, the Lieut Governor sum­
marily dismissed him, and in turn, 
entrusted the task of jprming an 
administration to two men, each 
of whom commanded a smaller 
following in the Legislature than 
the man he forced out It has 
evidently come to this ; that the 
Government at Ottawa and the 
Lieutenant Governors appointed 
by them are bound that Conser­
vative Governments must be dri­
ven from office by fair means or 
foul It must be admitted that 
this is a rather extraordinary 
state of affairs in a country where 
representative government is sup­
posed td exist

The attitude assumed by the 
New York Sun shows that there 
still exist in the United States 
men and journals that believe or 
profess to believe that, in order to 
secure reciprocity with that coun­
try, Canada must join the Union. 
This is what it says : As for 
reciprocity, the attainment of 
which is hoped for by the Cana­
dian members of the conference,

the preferential treatment given 
to England by the legislation of 
last year, and secondly, they will 
have to answer the fundamental 
question how the admission of our 
manufactures to a market of five 
million consumers can be reckoned 
as equivalent for the admission of 
Canadian raw preducts to a mar­
ket of seventy millions. It is just 
as true today as it was last year 
that the only way in which the 
Canadian dominion can secure the 
advantages of free trade with this 
country is through political union. 
We trust that our commissioners 
will impress this fact upon Lord 
Herschell and that he will return 
convinced that the snrest and 
quickest method of establishing 
close and abiding relations be­
tween the two great sections of 
the English-speaking world would 
be to encourage the incorporation 
of Canada with the United States. 
It is the existence of an indepen­
dent and not too friendly political 
entity on onr northern border 
wheih constitutes the principal 
obstacles to our prompt and gener­
al recognition of the essential soli 
darity of British and American 
commercial interests in the Pacific 
It is to be hoped the commissioners 
from Washington will not so far 
forget the nature of the business 
they are called upon to engage in 
as to propose anything so insane 
as what the New York Sun ad­
vocates. Otherwise it would be 
just as well for the commission 
not to meet at all, It must be 
presumed however, that the sub­
jects assigned for discussion have 
been proposed in all seriousness 
by the United States, and that 
they will be taken up in a prac­
tical way and dealt with in a 
spirit consistent with the dignity 
of the nations that are parties 
to the commission,

sioners may be trusted to bring out 
facts that will justify congress in mak­
ing urgent demands for fair play on the 
part of Canada in regard to all the nine 
topics at Issne. If there were no other 
cease assignable against an, alliance 
with Great Britain the friction between 
her greatest colony—a colony that 
speake of itself as a nation—and the 
United States would be sufficient. 
Much will be eaid and written concern­
ing the proceedings of the commission 
that aesemllee to-day ; all of its delib­
erations will be pregnant with sugges­
tions. Yet it is to be feared that its 
conclusion will leave all of the issues 
presented to it as indeterminate as they 
are V-dsy.”

Passing by onr Chicago contempor­
ary’s errors of fact, especially as to 
treatment accorded by Canadians to 
their neighbors, we would say it is 
comforting to be even thus assured 
that the conference will not amoont 
to mneb. It is manifest that if the Uni­
ted States commissioners are as ill-in­
formed as to facts as the Inter-Ocean 
appears to be, and if their attitude to- 
wards this country is snything like 
that which it displays, then ofcrtainly 
nothing new could be settled at the 
conference which would not be to the 
injury of Canada. Under those circum­
stances, the beet that onr commission­
ers can do is to do little or nothing new, 
bat maintain the stains quo. They 
may not like to do that, because they 
are politicians who have promised to do 
great things in intornational matters, 
and merely maintaining the status qno 
might look like failure i bat on the other 
hand th.-y cannot be onmindinl that 
the Canadian people will not suffer 
Canadian interests to be eacriflced, nor 
will they forget that the country hae a 
constitutional way of maintaining its 
international rights even though its 
handicapped commissioners might be 
willing to sacrifice them.

The Chicago Inter-Ocean has been die- 
coursingon the coming international 
eonferenceat Quebec, the subjects to be 
considered there, and the probable out 
come, and least among its errors of fept 
may be noted its notion that (he confer­
ence wasto meet a week or so ago. Bnt 
full of error as to facts, as the Inter- 
Ocean waist the time of writing, and in 
its writing, the articleit lent forth is 
nevertheless of Interest as a United States 
view of the coming conference, ite sub­
jects and probable outcome. On the 
subjects to be discussed our Chicago 
contemporary said —

“ Nine issues, »ll qf tljem important, 
and one of supreme importance, will be 
considered by the commissioners, whoee 
functions nre advisory only. Placing 
them in the wder of importance, the 
questions to be determined are i 1. 
Armed vessels on the lskes between 
Canads end the United States. 2, The 
rights of American fishermen on the 
coasts of the Atlantic and Pacific. 3. 
The transportation of goods in bond 
through Canadian and United States 
territory. 4. The Alasksn boundary.
6. Mining rights of American and Cana­
dian citissns when working in the terri- 
tones ot each other. 6? Pelagic sealing 
in Behring sea and the Pacific ocean.
7. Alien labor laws, 8, Inland lake sgd 
river fisheries. 9. Reciprocity In trade 
and extradition of criminals.”

Canadians cannot help being inter­
ested by the order of importance which 
the Inter Qcean assigns tq the several 
topics. It is very notable that “ armed 
vessels on the lakes” is given foremost 
place, when it is remembered that it 
is from the United Statee that the de­
mand hae come for this new measure of 
departure from an International peace 
basis. The next most important object 
of attack appears to' be the undoubted 
and indisputable rights of Canadians to 
their coast fisheries on the Atlantic and 
Pacific. Oo the other hand, the plane 
assigned to reciprocity should be par­
ticularly interesting to the grits who 
have sought to make so much of that 
matter. From the wonderful order of 
important» of topics, we now tnm to the 
Inter-Ocean’s estimate of tbs probable 
outcome of the conférence. It eaye :—

It is not likely that much will come 
immediately from the conference ; it is 
quite possible that nothing will come 
directly from it, for onr Canadian 
friends and neighbors are in the fall 
bumptiousness of ypnth, and therefore 
are disposed lo claim everything and to 
concede nothing. Repeated conferences 
and negotiations have disclosed a Cana 
dian obstinacy on the fishery questions, 
both as to seals and to edible fish. The 
treatment of United Statee fishermen 
driven by storm or other untoward cir 
cnmstancee into Canadian harbors fre­
quently has been inhospitable, and not 
seldom brutal, The •* strict construc­
tion” of fishery treaties has been Insist­
ed upon by Canadian statesmen with » 
vigor that has violated the spirit of 
comity in which the instruments were 
framed, and that at times came danger­
ously near to disregard of their language, 
As to the sealing question, Canada has 
chosen to stand ea the only country or 
polony that makes profession of civilin 
tion while pursuing a policy of enter- 
cqination of • valuable sea animal 
Such reciprocity as Canada demands 
cannot be consented to by this country ;

was adopted as an experimental 
policy between 1864 and 1866, and work­
ed disastrously to our trade, A recap: 
itnlation of Its evils and of the measures 
taken for its repeal forms one of the 
most interesting chapters of Blaine’s 
famous book, Twenty Years of Congress. 
The transit "of bonded goods is a com­
mercial question, npon which the com­
missioners might essily concur in recom­
mendations upon which the moderates 
in the parliament of the Dominion and 
and the Congress of this country would 
agree, but, unfortunately, in this, as in 
the other questions at issue, the Cana­
dian is intolerant and grasping. It is 
well tnst the United States Commis­
sioners are men of American spirit,
