Life Beyond the Freez-
ing F—’Ointq

The nine lives of a cat are not al-
together visionary, since there seems
to be no doght that animals have far
greater power cf enduranve than
human beings. Moreover, the low-
er down in the animal scale we go,
the greater ig the recuperative
power. Ia & recent uumber of the
New York Staats-Zsituog William
Muller Eigbach gives his attention
to this suiaot. his egperiments being
chiefly confined to frozen animals,
The writer says that frozen animals
are killed if their bodies are not
warmed oarefully and shawly, sud-
den thawing and sudden freezing are
equally fatal, It is necessary there-
fore, to cool animals in the same
way that nature does in the fall, and
by prooeeding in this way Herr Erz.
bach was successful. ‘If we allow
a frog,’ be says, ‘ to remain for g day
or two in
periment, it isa very simpls matter,
even in sammer, to freegs it solid
without killing it. In genersl the
temperature may he deteriained by
a thermometer whiohh is frczon in
the ice with the frog, and there is
po doubt that the temperature in-
dicated is that of the gnimal body ss
well. The water is placed in a flask
and at first is merely exposed to the
ohill of the surrounding air, and lat-
er is oooled with & mixtgre of ice
and salt,!!
