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Mr. Borden Makes Patriotic 
Speech it Luncheon.

London, Aug. 1.—Premier Bor­
den and his ministerial colleagues 
now in London were entertained 
at luncheon today by the Cana­
dian Club- in the ancient ball of 
the Merchant Tailors’ Company.

The chair was occupied by Lord 
Strathcona who presided over an 
influential gathering represeting 
a large percentage of the financial 
interests of the city.

Premier Borden responding to 
the toast of his health, began his 
speech with a warm eulogy of 
Lord Strathcona. No man in the 
empire, he said was a greater 
imperial figure or had been more 
closely associated with the growth 
and development of Canada.

In the old days before confédéré 
tion the situation was such that 
even we Canadians can hardly 
realize it. The men who undertook 
the foundation of the Canadian 
confederation were possessed off 
supreme faith and courage while 
the work they accomplished has 
been justified by the marvellous 
success attending it. It seemed to 
me that the task before the states 
men of the mother country and 
the Dominion today is on a grand­
er scale, but it has something of 
the nature of the task which was 
surmounted by the men who laid 
broad, deep and enduring the 
foundations of the Canadian con­
federation.

A SUCCESSFUL EXPERIMENT.

“The British Empire as con­
stituted today,’ continued Mr. 
Borden. ‘ Is a very old experi­
ment indeed, but an experiment 
justified by the strength of the 
ties now binding together the 
Mother land and every dominion 
across the seas into one great 
Empire. It is very perfectly true 
its organization may not be all 
that could be desired' Indeed most 
of us consider it is not all it might 
be for certain purposes. But an 
Empire unorganized in some res­
pects as it is today, has proved 
itself a mighty force in a time of 
need or danger.

‘ I do not doubt,’ proceeded Mr. 
Borden, " the future will in that 
regard fully justify the history 
of the past. There are men who 
may be forgiven for supposing the 
immense and rapid development 
of Canada during the last fourteen

or fifteen years gives ground for 
misgivings, but those who know 
the country even by traversing it 
within a few weeks and have seen 
the marvellous heritage given the 
Canadian people will agree that 
although her progress has been 
marvellous, so marvellbtte as to 
attract not only the attention of 
the whole Empire, but the whole 
world, it has been none too great 
considering'her resources, We all 
realize the greatness of any dom 
inion or nation within this Empire 
cannot be securely founded on 
purely material considerations, 
and I would like to remind you, 
that even in that portion of Can­
ada where the devolopment has 
been most rapid, in the western 
provinces, the most conspicuous 
building in any little western 
town is the schoolhouse.

MANY PROBLEMS.

‘ The Empire presents many 
problems which can only be solv­
ed by great statesmanship. The 
means of communication between 
the mother country and the dom­
inion, and between the .dominions 
themselves, is assuredly a moat 
important consideration. We have 
come from our Dominion to con­
sider measures of co-operation by 
which the path across the seas 
absolutely essential, not only to 
the well being, but the very exis­
tence of this Empire, shall be se­
cured at all times and under all 
circumstances, (Cheers). I can only 
say I hope, nay more, I believe 
the mission that my colleagues 
and I have undertaken in that 
regard will not be devoid of re­
sults, and I trust the results may 
be of advantag not only to Canada 
and the mother country, but to 
every dominion.

We Canadians are sometimes 
described as too optimistic. It is a 
good thing. I trust we shall al­
ways preserve it, and if occasion 
arises we are prepared to share 
any surplus of it with the other 
dominions of the Empire (Cheers)

The toast of Lord Strathcona, 
was proposed by Mr. Hazen, who 
spoke of the great services rende­
red by the veteran high com­
missioner to the Empire.

The Canadian Ministers were 
present at today's meeting of 
the committee on imperial defence.
