ENGINEER’S MAD RACE
AGAINST DEATHIN VAIN

Record Run Made by C. P. R. Engi-
neer Murray Between Kamloops
and Revelstoke in Effort to Reach
Bedside of His Daughter Before
She Died.

Vancouver, B.C., Aug. 16—Tragie in-
deed were the circunistances surround-
ing the death and race oi her.father
to the bedside of little Lydia Murray,
the five-year-old daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Dan Murray, of Revelstoke. The
little girl was last Monday afternoon
playing with mate'cs when her dress
caught fire and e was irightiully
burned. It was « uaestion whether she
would live even a few .hours. Her
father is one of the best known engine
drivers of the C. P. R. upper country
and that day was to have taken a pas-
senger train from Kamloops to Revel-
stoke.

Murray was in the engine cab at
Kamloops with his engine coupled to
the train ready for his run when the
news of the accident came to Kam-
loops by telegraph. The firet telegram
to ‘the father was followed immedi-
ately by an order from the C. P. R
superintendent at Revelstoke author-
izing Murray to take his engine into
Revelstoke to reach the bedside of his
dying daughter at the earliest possible
moment.

Not more than five minutes had elap-
sed from the time the first message
was received before the locomotive had
been cut off from the train and haa
bounded eastward through the long
train yard like a skrocket. No such
time was ever made on the run and
probably it will never be duplicated.
Ihe line was cleared of all traffie,
freight and passenger trains being
held at Sicamous ana other crossings
while the lone engine rushed east-
ward. The big engineer opened the
throttle and went up hill and down
just as fast as the engine would run.
Ihere was three hard hills to eclimb,
but the whole trip was reeled off at
something better than a mile a minute.
All records for the run were broken by
over twenty minutes.

Grimy with coal dust, but with
nerves- unshaken from his {frightful
ride the engineer leaped from the cab
almost before the big drivers had ceas-
ed turning as the locomotive rolled in-
to the depot at Revelstoke. Two
friends who had.come to tell him that
his daughter had died an hour before,
led the engineer to his stricken home.

FIERCE FIRES ON
VANCOUVER ISLAND

The Finest of the Timber is Being

Swept Away by Uncontrol{able Flames
No Means of Fighting the Fires—
Loss Already is Estimated at
$2,000,000.

Victoria, B.C., Aug. 16—Fierce forest
fires continue to rage in the south of
Vancouver Island, and many millions
of feet of valuable timber have been
destroyed. There are no means of
fighting the flames which, unhappily,
burn in the thickly populated dis-
tricts. The very cream of the timebr
wealth of the Island is being swept
away.

In the Robdinson river district the
fire has a frontage of five miles. At
Bear Lake, the C. P. R. buildings
with cupplies for survey parties have
been destroyed, also 4 number of iso-
lated dwellings and the Cowichan
Lumber company’s buildings.

A pathetic feature of the conflagra-
tion is the loss ‘of game. Hundreds
of grouse have béen burned. Among
the mills which have lost valuable
tracts of timber, are the Chemainus
Lumber Co., and the Cowichan Lum-
ber Co., as well as the C. P. R.

The loss in’ timber has already
reached $2,000,000, and the fire shows
no sign of abating.

THE SASKATCHEWAN CROP.

Looks Good to thd Grain Dealers Tour-
ing Province.

Regina, Aug. 17—The" grain dealers’
special train which left Winnipeg Sat-
urday morning, Temains here over
night, as ‘the dealers are only travel-
ling by daylight. From Winnipeg
they went along the Glenboro branch
to Souris. From there to Estevan,
where they remained over night, pro-
ceeding irom there to Moose Jaw over
the Soo line. and,from there to Indian
Head and then t9 Regina. The deal-
ers are unanimous in their expression
of eatisfaction at the forward condi-
tion and possible yield, many stating
that the indicated yield is much great-
er than they have expected. From
Winnipeg to Moose Jaw the yield
promises nineteen bushels. Cutting
may be said to be general, the amount
cut varies from ten to fifty per. cent.

From Moose Jaw to Indian Head it
should average twenty-five bushels
north.

Southwest of Moose Jaw, fully fifty
per cent. is cut and all ripe. That also
applies east as far as Regina. East of
Regina and Indian Head the crop is
very heavy and consequently later.
Here and there sQme cutting has been
done, but it will be towards the end
o tlw~ week before it can be called
general.

At Indian Head a visit was made to
the experimental farm, over which
they were shown by the superintend-
ent, Mr. McKay. Here the bulk of
the grain has been cut and most ex-
cellent samples of all varieties of
grains found. The party were all de-
lighted with what they saw and un-
ited in congratulating Mr. McKay on
the splendid condition of the farm
and the forwardness and excellence of
everything found on the farm.

BRANDED WRONG CALVES.

Red Rock Rancher Convicted of Theft
Before Judge Mitchell.

Medicine Hat, Alta., August 17.—D.
Ross, the Red Roek rancher, who was
committed for trial some weeks ago,
charged with the theft of a calf from
Ed. McHugh, a calf from Clara Crock-
ford and three calves from D. McLean,
and with putting his own brand on
the same, was today found guilty bw
Judge Mitchell on the first charge.

A calf with the prisoner’s brand
upon it was found sucking a cow he-
longing to McHugh at the dipping
vat. The prisoner acknowledged that
the calf did not belong to him, but
stated that it had been branded in
error for one of his own.

He ascertained his mistake next
day, but made no effort to rectify it
and turned the "calf loose without
venting the brand. The act was ad-
judged a criminal one.

TALKED BY WIRELESS
TELEPHONE 310 MILES

Remarkable Experiment Made Saturday
By Inventors of Wireless Telephone.

Champion Nearly Gives Life in Try-
ing To Swim English Channel,
Dover, Eng., Aug. 16.—In an at-
tempt to swim the English channel,
James Mearns, the Scottish cham-
pion, mnearly lost his life. = Leaving
the English coast on Saturday night,
he was within three miles of France,
after being in the water fourteen
hours. Although advised to give up
the effort, Mearns was persistent, and
he labored until he became so ex-
hdusted that one of his attendants
aboard a tug -had to jump into the
water fully.dressed, and support the
swimmer until he could be rescued.

CITY OF SPRINGFIELD
UNDER MILITARY RULE

Four Thousand Troops Overawe the
Whites, Who Fear to Continue Raids
Upon Negroes—Colored Citizens are
Fleeing the City.

Springfield, 11l.. Aug. 16—A cordon of
stgel has been thrown around the capital
city of TIllinois. Four thousand state
troops are on the ground in Springfield.
a goodly portion of them patrolling the
city. The balance are standing at arms.
ready for action at a moment’s notice.
Overatved by the presence of this great
body of troops, the largest assembled in
an Illinois duty camp since the riots in
Chicago in 1893, the lawless element of
the city, white and black, which, in its
fury, has been responsible for the death
of five persons. since the rioting began
on-Friday night, made no demonstra-
tions during the day or night.

City Under Military Rule.

Springfield tonight is as guiet as the
grave. The city is under striet military
rule, Saloons are clesed tonight, drug
stores are closed and even ice cream par-
lors were given orders tonight to do ne
business after ten o’clock. Soldiers- are
everywhere. Every stgpet in the business
portion of the city is patrolled. National
guardsmen: with loaded rifles keep inces-
sant march up and down the thorough-
fares. No gathering of citizens is per-
mitted.

Governor Deneen retired at ten o’clock
tonight, well satisfied with the situation.
General Young, in command of the
troops, is confident his men have the
situation well in hand. .Further small
riots are expected, but with the great
body of troops quartered in the city the
officers are confident the trouble is about
over.

Two More Victims Dead.

Two more victims of the mob’s viol-
ence died during the day, Frank Del-
more, white, who was shot during the
rioting Friday night, and William Dun-
ningan, the aged negro, who was so
brutally maltreated by the mob who
strung him up to a telegraph pole and
left him for dead were those added to
the death list. Two men, Abraham Ray-
mer and Henry Mumphrey, arrested on
a charge of complicity in lynching Dun-
nigan, made a partial confession to the
authorities.

A special grand jury to probe into the
recent trouble in the city will be called
tomorrow. In nearly all the Protestant
pulpits of the city the mob’s: violence
and mob outrages were denounded in the
strongest terms.

Negroes Leaving City.

Threats are freely made that as soon
as the troops or the majority of the
soldiers are ordered home the race war
will break out anew with more violence
than ever. The people of FSpringfield are
not satisfied that the troubl eis over. The
exodus of negroes from Springfield con-
tinues till there is scarcely a black left
in the city at the present time. Nearby
towns are refusing to harbor negroes
and they are wanderers on the face of
the earth.

Sir Adolphe Caron's Will.

Ottawa, Aug. 17—The will of the late
Sir Adolphe 'Caron was entered for pro-
bate today, valued at $92,409. With
the exception of $300 to the Sisters of
Charity in Quebee, the entire "estate
is left to his widow and children.

Early Closing Bylaw Sustained.

Lethbridge, Aug. 16—Judge Winter of
the District Court handed down a de-
cision ‘in the appeal of Robt. Sage
against the magistrate’s conviction for a
violation of the early closing bylaw. The

,appeal was dismissed on all ¢ounts and

the bylaw holds good.

NEW SCALP GRAFTED ON.

Wiiliamsburg Girl Subject of Remark-
able Operation.

New York, August 17.—Believed by
the physicians to have been a series
of skin grafting operations that the
subject of one of the most remarkablz
have been performed in Brooklyn in
several years, Miss Catherine Gor-
man, 23 years old, of No. 1332 Bush

wick avenue, Williamsburg, has pro-
bably undergone the last of the opera-
tions which have saved her life.

She was injured while at work in a
Williamsburg store last May, when
her hair became entangled in the ma-
chinery of a money carrying device,
and almost all of the hair on the top
of her head was torn off, carrying the
scalp with it. She was rushed to the
hospital, where the physicians quickly
saw that skin grafting would be neces-
sary.

Six weeks” ago the first operation
was performed. Two of her relatives
offered themselves as subjects.

The wound upon which the skin
was grafted was twelve inches in cir-
cumference. Patches of skin three
inches square were removed from the
legs of the persons giving the skin
after an anesthetic had been admin-
istered. Then the skin was placed
upon the wound, forming what the
physiciags termed ‘‘skin islands.”
From the edges of the ‘“‘islands’ new
skin quickly formed and spread umtil
all were joined. For two of the oper-
ations the skin was removed from the
leg of Miss Gorman.

Lethbridge Enterprise.

Lethbridge, August 18.—By vote of
117 to 31, the ratepayers of the city
passed the by-law voting $196,600 to
purchase the electric light plant, to
erect a second stand pipe, to install a
new force main and install septic
tanks. The vote was very small.
