"Even then fhey were loath to
depart, many remaining for hours to
wateh the giant hull as it floated at
anchor in mid-stream.

The launching party, which was one
of the largest and most distinguished
that ever witnessed a similar event in
this country, was given a place upon
the large platform, which had been
built around the prow of the battle-
ship. The:Btate of Florida was repre-
sented by a large official party. Seere-
tary Meyer and several of his assist-
ants were on hand to represent the
navy department. - The navy itself was
well represented by numerous officers
of the battleships Michigan, Connee-
ticut, Nebraska and Rhode Island, #ll
of which are mow in port here. rhe
contingent was headed by Rear Ad-
miral Schroeder, commander in chisf
of -the - Atlantic fleeta. The comman-
dant and officers of the navy yard
looked after the visitors and the work-
men of the yard were given a half-
holiday that they might witness the
launching.

Ready to christen the ship, Miss
Elizabeth Legere Fleming, daughter
of the late ex-Gov. F. P. Fleming of
Florida, stood trembling with excite-
ment on the launching stand, the
christening -bottle poised for the first
move of the shrip. Suddenly there
was a rendering sound. the weakened
beam gave way and the giant hull |
began to move down the ways. At
the same moment Naval Constructor

the comstruetion of the vessel, gave
the signal to the. sponsor. Miss
Fleming - with admirable self-posses-'
sion hurled the bottle of sparkling.
wine at the prow and exclaimed in \a |
clear voiee, “I christen the Florida.”’|

Gaining speed every moment, the'
great hull glided rapidly down ‘hei
ways into the East river, receiving its
first touch of the brine at a few min-
utes before 11 o’clock. As the future
sea terror settled in the water .the
crowd gave vent to a great cheer,
which was soon drowned by the play-
ing of the marine bands and the din
created by the booming of eannon and
the screech of countless whistles.

Immediately after the launching
there was an official luncheon at
which ‘the guests yineluded Governor
Gilchrist, of Florida and his staff,
Miss Fleming and her maids of honor,
Secretary of the Navv Meyer, Rear-
Admirals Schroeder, Wainwright, Pot-
txr and others; Naval Constructor
Baxter,” members of the Senate and
House committees' on naval affairs,
and eminent representatives of the
state and city of New York. A hearty
greeting from President Taft added in
terest to the affair,

The TFlorida is the latest word in
battleships, although England and
Germany have prepared plans for
super-Floridas. She "is the heaviest
war ship-that has ever been launched
in' the United States, weighing 9,000
tons as she glided down the ways to-}
day, which is 1,000 more tons than
the Utah weighed when she was
launched at Camden 1ast December.
The counstruction of the Florida was
authorized by congress in 1907 and
her keel was laid down at the Brook-i
Iyn navy yard on March 9, 1909. Shei
is now 63 per cent. completed and is|
expected- to be ready for sea before
the summer of 1911.

The Florida is 520. feet long and
ha- a beam of 85 feet 3 inches and
mean draught ol 27 feet 3 inches. The
armor consists of a belt 1 inchesthick |
amidships, ‘which is more than 8 feet'
wide. Above this is a second belt 8!
feet .wide of an average thickness ofj
9 inchés. The lower water line belt is'
continuous from stem to stern, while
the upper 'belt reached from the for-
ward to the after t&urret.

arising out of the Alberta and Great|
Waterways transaction.

Mr. Cornwall is represented in this |
action by 8hort, - Woods, Biggar &
Collison, It is possible that the;
case may come on for trial at the|
June sittings of the Supreme Court, |
but the time of trial has not yet
been set down.

Mr. Cornwall, in his defence, takes
practically the same ground as .\';ni
set' out in his evidence before the|
Royal Commission. The dofonce,!
which has been filed by him, is as
follows:

Without admitting that the state-
ment of claim shows any cause of)]
action against him, tihs defendant
in answer thereto says:

1. The syndicaté in paragraph 2
of the -statement of claim referred
to had the rights tc organize a com-|
pany known as The Athabasca Rail-
way Company incorporated by
Statute of the Dominion of Canada.
being Chapter 58 of 4 and 5 Edward |
VII., but such company had and
has never been organized and has
never become entitled to any. rights
and has mever had any undertaking.

2. Otherwise than as aforesaid the
said syndicate had n6 rights and the
sdid company had upon organization
the powers given to it by the said
Act and by further Acts of the Par-
liament -of Canada  béing Chapter
61 of 6 and 7 Edward VII. and Chap-
ter 45 of 8 and 9 Edward VII. and
no other rights, powers or privileges
whatsoever,

3. The plaintiff had -in the said
syndicate one a one-sixth but only
a 22-140 interest, of which 12-140 did
not represent cash paid out but was
allotted to the pla:ntiff for services
on behalf “of the syndicate performed
or to be performed.

4. This defendant’s interest repre-
sented an actual cash outlay on the
part of this defendant to the full
amount and no - share or interest
whatever was allotted to this defen-
ant otherwise than for cash.

5. It was never at any time the
special duty or business of this de-
fendant to procure a subsidy for the
construction of The Athbasca Rail-
way as alléged in the statement of
claim or at -all, or if it ever had

funds from any person to carry out
the enterprise.

Any ‘agreement with the plain-
tiff with respeet. to his -~ negotiating
the sale of amy  securities. of the
company or procuring any funds for
the purposes of the company had
been abandoned both by the plain-

the plaintifi’s ‘absolute and complete
failure to sell-any such securities or
procuré any such funds, of  which
failure and abandonment the plain-

Did Not Tell of Negotiations,

7. The plaintifi did not in March,
1908, or at any time, communicate
to this defendant that any negotia-
tions for the successful promotion
of the undertaking or any sucecess-
ful financial outcome depended upon
any goverament guarantee as- alleg-
ed in paragraph 5 of -the “statement
of claim or “at-all.

8. The plaintiff did not have the
exclusive right to finance the under-
taking or dispose of its securities or
any right to ‘any ®ommission upon
any . moneys procured -as alleged in
paragrapb § the statement of
claip #r t all, and was never at
any’ «me able  to get any financial
aid for the undertaking. He *was
not prevented: from. doing so by rea-
son of any of the matters in  the
statement of claim referred to, but
on' the eontrary’ “wholly failed " to}
procure any promise of financial aid|

1I. This ¥, ndant was fever in
any manuer whatsoever engaged in
the inccrporation of  any railway
under d provimeial or any ‘other
charter for the purposes in pafa-
graph 15 of the statément-of -claim
mentioned or any purposes and this
defendant did not continué ™ or " at-
tempt to obtain ‘any ascistance what-
ever from any government, and if
any negotiations for - that purpose
were entered into by any of the de-
fendants, any conirol the defendant
Clarke had, the charter of the Atha-
basca Railway Company. had nothing
whatever to do with such negotia-
tions and formed no part thereof.

12. The deisndant was not during
the months of September to'Decem-
ber, 1908, or at any. time engaged in
the promotion or financing of the

July, 1908 any
control of o® ownership or interest
in the Athabasca Railway ‘Company
and the existence or whereabouts
of such control or dwhership w#s-and
is absolutely’ immaterial ‘to this de-
fendant for the purposes  in. para-
graph 26, or -any- purpose whatsoever,
and such ownership and control had
nothing whatsoever to do with. any
guarantee of railway bonds made by
the Province of Alberta.

No Suggestions to Clarke.

16. This defendant mever gave any
information or:-‘made  any sugges-
tions to the defendamt Clarke or: to
any of the defendants or any wother
person with respect to any financial
arrangements made or to be made
by or on behalf of any of the defen- -
dants.

17. This defendant has never ' ac-
quired any rights in substitation
for the original rights held by him
as a member of the syndicate . and
has never held himself out as in cOn-
trol of any of the rights of such syn-
dicate.

Company, or
any other company, and has never
had any agreement to give any ser-
vices or get any reward Wwhatever as
remuneration for. any services ‘in
procuring government or:other.aid
or any other services;. and says .that
the .allegations in paragraph 29 of
the statement of claim are ndt made
in good - faith but are made ‘mali-
ciously and with intent to injure and
defame the defendant. gt

19. This defendant has mo know-
ledge of the allegations in -para-
graphs 8, 9, 10, 13, 14, 16, 17,19, 20,
21, 23, 24, 25, 26, 31 and 32. .of _the
statement of claim, but denies the
allegations "in the .said paragraphs
respectively and put the plaintiff to
the strict proof thereof: :
