MORE OUTRAGES.

DARING HOLD-UP.
CHICAGO, March 6. * 

Five armed robbers in an automo­
bile last night held up a mail truck, 
kidnapped the driver, drove the truck 
through the crowded streets to an 
outlying section of the city, picked 
out six pouches of registered mail and 
escaped, leaving the driver locked in 
his own truck. The pouches taken 
are known to have contained receipts 
of several postal substances and the 
value of their contents was estimated 
at from a few thousand to an amount 
not exceeding one hundred thousand.

Produce and Previsions.
(From Saturday's Trade Review)
Codfish—The total shipments frein 

Newfoundland this week amounted to 
9,384 quintals as follows: 4,992 qtls. 
from S. Harris, Grand Bank, in the 
schooner Roberta Ray to Gibraltar for 
orders, and from St. John’s, 712 qtls. 
from the Newfoundland Labrador Ex­
port Co., In the S.S. Canadian Sapper 
for Barbados; 600 in the same ehtp 
from the same firm for Demeràra: 800 
qtls. by the S. S. Lady of Gaspe to Bos­
ton from Williams & Co., and 2,272 
quintals from A. E. Hickman & Co., 
in the schooner Optimist for Barbados.

Cod OU—There is nothing new to 
report in the Cod Oil situation. The 
S. S. Lady of Gaspe took away 2,076 
gallons this week in New York, where 
there are indications ot an improve­
ment in the demand. As soon as the 
leather manufacturers are in full 
swing, more Cod Oil will be wanted. 
The -price, however, Is not likely to be 
such as will protect the holders ot 
last season’s cod oil from financial 
losses, seeing that most of the oil was 
bought at $200 to $240 per ton last 
fall. ,

Codllver OH—The Norwegian fish­
ery returns so far indicate keen com­
petition for Newfoundland Codliver the 
coming season with the product of that 
country. We are in a better position, 
however, since the war, inasmuch as 
we have been putting np such a splen­
did quality of medicinal oil nnder 
strict inspection that Its merits bring 
it on a level with the best Norwegian. 
The price to-day unfortunately is well 
under a dollar per gallon with small 
prospects of betterment.

Pork—There Is absolutely no change 
In the pork situation this week. There 
are ample stocks held here to meet 
present requirements. Short supplies 
are still In evidence and this, together 
with a lack of purchasing power keeps 
the market in a dull position. Unfor­
tunately, stocks held locally were for 
the most part secured at high prices 
and holders will be forced to meet 
sharp losses in order to compete with, 
the recent arrivals of cheaper pork. 
This applies especially to ham butt; 
spare ribs are $39.00, mess pork $36.00, 
and ham butt $>6.00, short cut and fat 
back $40.00

Beef—The beef market shows a 
weakening tendency in spite of report­
ed short supplies. This weakness is 
attributed to the general prevailing 
slackness in demand. European pov­
erty, the aftermath of the war, is re­
sponsible for the present dull condi­
tion ot the provision market. Relief 
can only come by stabilizing the in­
dustries of the war ridden countries 
and bringing back to them their nor­
mal purchasing power. The local quot­
ations are, Libby’s Special F'amlly, 
$39.00; Extra Flank, $36.00; Family, 
$36.00 and Boneless, $31.00.

Flour—The markets have been with­
out important change this week. Our 
old friend the "Hessian Fly" is, we 
notice, coming to the assistance of 
the wheat speculator. He generally 
appears between seasons before flour 
prices become stabilized for the spring. 
A well known and popular Curb Brok­
er who has been long known as the 
herald of this “useful” little Insect, 
has no doubt, received advance in­
formation. The “Hessian” fly has done 
good service to wheat speculators, but 
it is time now to change the fly, so to 
speak, and get a new one, say the 
Dusty Miller. Lower prices are looked 
for, however, according to best local 
authorities. The tendency of pur­
chasers is to hold off for more favor­
able prices.

Molasses—Reports from Barbados 
indicate a very great shortage in the 
crop. Local prices of old molasses have 
fallen to $1.00 a gallon for fnacy, and 
90 cents for choice. It looks like a 
loss of about 90 cents a gallon or 
$80.00 a puncheon on Molasses im­
ported last year.

Sugar—Raw sugar markets continue 
firm. Many dealers express the opin­
ion that the lowest point has been 
reached. The reports from Cuba in­
dicate that the crop will be below aver­
age. This winter a million tons of the 
Cuban sugar crop has been sold to 
South America, which is roughly about 
one-fourth of the product It is likely 
that market has passed its ' lowest 
point. Unhappily we are unable to 
share In the present attractively low 
prices of sugar at point of shipment, 
and by the time our local regulations 
are lifted, sugar prices may then be 
high again. The sale since Feb. 19th, 
according to the F.C.B. figures is 825 
barrels. Stocks remaining, 6,376 bar­
rels.

Potatoes—No “Local" to be' had the 
past week owing to bad roads. Farm­
ers were unable to get to town and 
owing to fear ot frost little or none 
are coming on the railway trains. P. 
E. I.’e hold the market therefore at 
$6.20 per sack ot 180 lbs. and $2.60 for 
a half sack of 90 lbs. We expect to see 
the price go higher In a few weeks 
owing to scarcity, and the fact that 
what are to stock will have to be pick­
ed over. There Is a limited supply of 
“foreâgn” In as Importers did not stock- 
heavily.

Hay—Hay Is weaker, but local prices 
are unchanged except in case of some 
small consignments lots off the wharf 
that came to last month and selling at 
five dollars under the regular price. 
Lower prices all round however, may 
be looked for to the course of the 
spring. Several importers who specu­
lated heavily on hay last September 
and October are likely to lose heavily. 
The local demand from the outports

Oats—The market is weak but not 
quotably lower. The imports since 
New Year have been large and are 
about 60,000 bushels as against 27.000 
this time last year. Mixed oats are 
selling at $4.20 to $4.30 per sack, white 
$4.40 to $4.50, and black are maintain­
ing the high rate of $5.20 per bag, ow­
ing to scarcity of this particular 
quality.

Feeds—By the S. S. Rosalind last, 
trip 600 bags of feed and 1,300 sacks 
of corn meal were brought in, so that 
the supply is well kept up. The prices 
of the different qualities are unchang­
ed, viz: Eâ.30 to $3.50 per sack, except 
bran, which is $3.25 and is rather 
scarce in the market, with a shorter 
demand than in previous winters, ^he 
expectation of dealers is that prices 
of all qualities will ease off In the 
course of the spring.

A Win for the Opposition

Many of the fishermen and business 

men of the South West Coast have 
wired appealing messages to their 
friends in St. John’s and Harbor Main, 
asking them to use all the influence 
in their power to elect JONES and 
LEWIS, the Opposition candidates. 
They realize how Coaker and Squires 
used the Bay-de-Verde election re­
sults as an excuse to enforce more 
arbitrarily the disastrous fish regula­
tions Which caused practically every 
business man of the country who had 
been Identified with the fishing ahd 
export business of the Dominion to 
become bankrupt.

In every 
civilized country in the world the pro­
duct of a man’s labor is Ms own.- In 
Canada the farmer grows his wheat 
and corn and is permitted to market 
it to the best advantage, relying, of 
course, on the well-established econ­
omic system of supply and demand. 
The same system obtains in the United 
States, but to this Coaker-ridden land 
a man’s substance belongs, not to 
himself not to his family, but to 
Coaker, who attaches it thé moment it 
is ready for market, and undertakes to 
market It for Mm regardless of ex­
isting economic conditions, regardless 
of the system which In every country 
In the world Is depended on as the 
sound basis of trade, viz., supply and 
demand. This man Coaker has al­
ways been regarded as a dreamer, a

will-’o-the-wisp sort of individual, 
whose Ideas in most instances cor­
respond to the wild ideas of a lunatic 
at large, and were it not so tragic 
that the country is being ruined by 
his fantastic capers, it would invite 
derision and amusement. To-day the 
country is on the verge of financial 
failure through tMs fellow’s madcap 
ventures. His antics appear more 
like the doings of some player in 
a cheap comic drama, than the 
achievements of a responsible Minis­
ter of the Crown. What has His Ex­
cellency the Governor to say to ail 
this? Is he going to permit this 
tragic farce to continue until the 
.business people of this country are 
bled white as veal, or is he going to 
exercise his authority as chief magis­
trate to avert the impending disaster 
which must soon overwhelm this 
country.
