■London, 6 a.m., Jan. 12.
Another terrible explosion has oo- 

eurred in Wales by which a number 
of lives were lost. The explosion oc­
curred at Oakwood colliery while the 
men were at work. Man) were able 
to make their escape, but one gang 
was shut off, and have probly perish­
ed. Eleven have since been taken 
out dead, and parties are now explo­
ring the mine for the missing. Im­
mediately after the explosion, fire 
broke out and destroyed the works 
and machinery.

The Times this morning reviews 
the story of the ‘Alabama,’ contend­
ing that if neutrality is virtually a 
state of almost unlimited liability, 
the situation of neutrals is indeed in­
tolerable.

The East Gwllllmbnrj jnuraer.
The trial of John Traviss for the 

minder af John Johnson in the town- 
ship of East Gwillimbury on the 23rd 
day of November last, by shooting him 
with a revolver, commenced at the Tor­
onto Assises on Tuesday, and was finish- 
ed the following day, Trahies was found 
guilty, the jury strongly recommending 
him to mercy. His Lordship then 
passed sentence that John Travlss be 
hanged on the eight day of February 
next. The prisoner was cool and col­
lected during the passing of the sentence, 
and at its conclusion asked that he 
might be allowed to see his friends, who 
were not then in Court. This was ac­
ceded to, and the prisoner left the room.

The circumstances attending this 
murder is as follows The accused, it 
appears, entertained a revengeful feel­
ing towards the murdered man for hav- 
ing related something of a detrimental 
nature to the character of the accused, 
to a young woman to whom he (Traviss) 
was at the time paying his addresses. 
The prisoner is a young man eighteen 
years of age, and exhibits a most deter­
mined looking countenance, and one 
which would not tend to convey a fav­
orable impression to an observer ; be­
yond a slight twitching -.of the upper 
lip he displayed no emotion whatever. 
On his entering the dock some of the 
female witnesses in the case who were 
in court burst into tears and were com- 
pelled to retire, the appearance of the 
"prisoner, no doubt, bringing the horrid 
affair most sadly to tbeir recollection. 
The general public was excluded. All 
day Tuesday was taken np with exam- 
innig witnesses for the Crown. From 
the evidence it appeals that John 
Travies was paying attentions to a young 
woman in his neighbourhood with 
rathér Indifferent success, whloE he be­
lieved to be the result of statements to 
his dicredit made by Johnson, the 
murdered man. About six weeks pre­
vious to the murder Travlss showed a 
friend of his that he was an excellent 
marksman with a pistol. He was also 
heard to say laughingly that he would 
like to scalp Johnson. No suspicions or 
fears were entertained by anyone agairet 
prisoner, for, during the past six years, 
he has borne a very favorable character 
among his acquintanances. On the 
night of the 22nd of November, Traviss 
went to Johnson's house and remained 
all night with tbe family. In the morn 
ing some snow having fallen, Mr John­
son and Traviss took a double sleigh to 
drive to a relative of prisoner’s, named 
Afismau, The distance was several 
miles. They were seen by a witness 
laughing and acting apparently in d very 
friendly manner. About 9 o’clock the 
sleigh, without a driver, was passing a 
blacksmith’s shop, when several men 
overtook it, and, stopping it, found John­
son lying, quite dead, on his back in the 
sleigh. Pulsation was still apparent. 
At the Coroner’s inquest it appeared 
from evidence that Traviss, who was 
sitting at the left side of Johnsor, had, 
unwittingly to the deceased, drawn his 
pistol, and, placing it behind Johnson’s 
head, discharged it at once. Tvro balle 
entered the flesh ; one, half-way between 
the shoulder and left ear, which piercing 
tbe spinkl column, caused instantaneous 
death to ensue ; the other was found 
ledgtd a couple of inches higher up. 
The murdered nian fell backwards over 
the seat in his sleigh, and Traviss, dis-
