In <he war of independence they made 
England rue the madness which had 
banished them. And in that same war 
of independence their friends in Ireland, 
the Protestants who remained there, were 
the stanchest friends which America pos­
sessed.

Gentlemen, it is now 360= years 'since 
an Englishman was sent over from Lon- 
don to examine and report upon the 
causes of Irish discontent. It was a time 
when, if ever, the Irish had the manage­
ment of their own affairs. The result 
was universal misery, and the conclusion 
was that the case was hopeless., “ Our 
fathers,” this writer said, “ could find no 
remedy.” They had more wit and wis­
dom than we. How, then, can we find it? 
Wise men say that “ the herb that will 
heal the wound did never grow,” Nearly 
400 years have passed away ; we are still 
seeking for that herb and cannot find it. 
I know not if it grows anywhere, but I 
yet believe that though no growth of the 
old hemisphere, it may be discovered in 
the new. It is that plant which I. have 
come in search of. I believe it to be 
American opinion.

Ourselves at our wit’s end, if America 
will, counsel England what to do that 
she has left undone, what wrong she can 
yet redress that Ireland may justly com­
plain of, England, I am certain, will listen 
respectfully, cordially, gratefully.

If, on the other hand, a time is ever to 
come when political agitation is to end 
in Ireland—when Celt and Saxon, Pro­
testant and Catholic, are to live side by 
side in peace and quietness, it will be 
when America tells the Irish that they 
have no longer a grievance which legis­
lation can redress, and that they must 
depend for their future prosperity on their 
own industry.

Presbytery of Guelph.
A pro re nata meeting of the Presby­

tery of Guelph, in connection with the 
Canada Presbyterian Church, was held in 
this town on Thursday, to consider the 
call addressed to the Rev. J. K. Smith, 
Knox Church, Galt, by the congregation 
of Fort Massey, Halifax, N. S. There 
was a very good attendance of ministers 
and elders. The call, signed by ninety- 
one members and sixty-nine adherents 
was tabled, and reasons for the transla­
tion read. The Rev. Dr. Topp and Dr. 
Clarke, M.D., ot Paris, appeared to pro­
secute the call, tberequest of the con­
gregation and Presbytery of Halifax. 
Mr .Rutherford was heard from the session, 
and Mr. James Kay from the congrega­
tion of Knox Church', both of whom ex­
pressed the strong attachment existing 
between Mr. Smith and the people of that 
church. They stated that the congrega­
tion was prepared to do anything reason­
able to retain Mr. Smith’s services, but 
felt themselves precluded by Mr. Smith’s 
èxpressed determination to accept the 
call, basing it on the ground of Mrs. 
Smith’s health. Mr. Smith was then 
called on to express his mind in regard 
to the call, after which the Presbytery 
proceeded to delibérate, when on motion 
of Mr. SmelHe, seconded by Mr. Ball, the 
Presbytery agreed to Mr. Smith’s transla­
tion, expressed their regret that he had 
felt it to be his duty to accept the call, 
and prayed that every prosperity might 
attend him in his new field of labour.

The Late Inquest.
THE SUSPECTED PARTIES IN THE NEIGHROR- 

HOOD.
Mr. William Whitelaw, Guelph Town­

ship, informs us this morning, that after 
reading in the Weekly Mercury, of the 
17th inst., the account of the late in­
quest on the body of the recently dis­
covered dead infant, his wife and family 
became, convinced that the same parties, 
from so exactly answering the description 
given, had called at their house, Paisley 
Block, on Thursday morning, the 10th 
of October, or exactly one week after 
their mysterious disappearance from the 
Red Lion Hotel. The young man asked 
for something to eat for his sister, as he 
called her, who was too bashful, he said, 
to come in, and had remained at the gate. 
Mrs. Whitelaw complied with his request, 
and after their repast he returned the 
vessels in which it had been furnished 
and departed. Next morning about 
nine o’clock, as Mr. Whitelaw was 
driving to Preston, accompanied so 
far on his road by hie daughter on her 
way to school, the latter pointed out to 
her father the same couple setting at 
the gate leading to Mrs. Thomas 
Henderson’s farm, and when the 
same little girl was returning from 
school during, the same afternoon, an 
elderly woman asked her if she had met 
a young woman, she answered that she 
saw a young woman and young man go­
ing over the hill, and the questioner re­
plied “ I heard that she was accom­
panied by a young man,” and when she 
came to Mr. Henderson’s gate examined 
a piece of paper that evidently the couple 
had left behind them. It appears that 
the same parties went into Mr. Alex. 
McIntosh’s seeking sustenance, either 
that evening or on the following morning 
(Friday)..

The question naturally arises, for Mr* 
Whitelaw and family have no possible 
doubt as to their indentity, being so ex- 
coincident with the description given the 
Mercury, where did these parties passed 
the intervening time between the first 
Thursday in October and the followjng 
one ? and where did they pass the period 
from Thursday morning till FridayJJmorn- 
ing ? and what has becomejof then since ? 
Who was the elderly woman, that qnes-

colonists who” had been planted in Ire- ) are some of the queries that readily arise 

’ from a persual of the foregoing, and it
now remains for the proper authorities 
to endeavor to obtain definite and satis­
factory replies. ________

Mr. Fronde on the Relations Between 
England and Ireland.

At a dinner given to the distinguished 
historian, Mr. Fronde, by his publishers 
in New York, on Tuesday, he thus dis­
coursed on the relations between Eng, 
land :—

Some eighteen months ago, at a Lon­
don breakfast table, it was mentioned 
that one of the most prominent Fenian 
leaders was making a tour in the United 
States, dilating upon English tyranny, 
and the wrongs of Ireland. No doubt 
the text is a pregnant one, and it probab­
ly did not suffer in the commentary. 
Irish patriotism has many a charge to 
bring against England', which can be but 
too well substantiated. England cannot 
complain if Irishmen have a long mem­
ory. There are, however, features in the 
long tragical story which, if they do not 
palliate, at least explain and make intel­
ligible much that we could wish undone 
—features which naturally enough the 
Irish overlook, yet which should be borne 
in mind, if an impartial judgment is to 
be formed on the controversy. I was 
aware how great an influence America 
possesses in Ireland. The judgment of 
America has more weight in Ireland than 
twenty batteries of English cannon ; and 
that judgment ought to be pronounced 
after hearing only the counsel for the 
plaintiff. I said hastily, I think I will go 
over and give some lectures on the other 
side. I spoke without serious intention ; 
but the idea having once presented itself 
gathered form and fixity. I am not an 
Irishman. I do not own on acre of land 
in Ireland, but circumstances during the 
last thjrty years have thrown me much 
among the Irish people. They are a 
people who either attract strongly, or re­
pel strongly. I myself had always felt 
myself specially , drawn toward them. 
When at college, t used to spend my va­
cations wandering m the Irish mountains.
I have lived in peasants’ cabins for 
months together. I was once laid, up 
with a severe illness in the wilds of Mayo, 
and the poor creatures treated me with a 
tenderness which I shall never forget. 
Their history attracted me. Their con­
dition personally interested me. I knew 
Ireland before the famine. I was in Ire­
land afterwards, in 1848, in the Smith 
O’Brien insurrection. Since that time I 
baye been an Irish tenant. Indeed, I 
may say I am an evicted tenant. I have 
been turned out of my holding, and can 
sympathize with the special wrong of the 
country, as I was very unwilling to go. 
But my landlord simply wanted to live in 
his own house and attend to his duties. 
If all evictions were as innocent as mine, 
there would be little to complain of, and 
when I go back I hope to find some other 
place in the same county which will suit 
me as well.

When I was writing my History of 
England, I was led to look closely into 
the conduct of the English Government 
toward Ireland in earlier times. When 
that book was off my hands, I began to 
examine into the action of the celebrated 
Penal laws of the last century. I had 
read what very few persons have read— 
the secret correspondence between the 
English and Irish Administrations during 
all that period. I felt, in short, that I 
had something of importance to say, and 
I wished to say it. I would not act in 
such a manner without advice. I con­
sulted my friends, and their answers were 
generally unfavorable. One said I should 
be mobbed by the Irish. Another, that 
he supposed I should tell the truth; there 
was nothing so unpalatable as truth ; I 
had better let it alone. Others urged 
more gravely that it was unbecoming and 
improper to discuss questions of our own 
domestic politics in a foreign country. 
There were, however—and those who 
knew Ireland best-who said to me “Go,” 
and my own instinct said “Go.” As to the 
Irish, I have always been on good terms 
with them, and I believe I always shall 
be. I hope to spend a large part of the 
rest of my life among them, and if they 
have anything to say to me, they will 
have an opportunity at home. As to 
truth, it may be unpalatable, but there is 
a prejudice that a little of it is not un­
wholesome. For the more grave objec­
tion if I were in Parliament, if I belonged 
to any political party, even if I was an 
Irish landlord, I admit that it would have 
weight. It might be supposed that I was 
indirectly pursuing some party object. 
But as far as I have any public character 
it is simply as a writer of books. I ad­
dress myself equally to all English speak­
ing people wherever they are, and there 
can be no possible reason why I may not 
address them as well with my tongue as 
my pen. Or ce for all, however, I insist 
that England and America do not stand 
to one another as foreign nations—fore­
ign in the sense that France or Russia is 
foreign tous both. Politically separate 
we may be, but we cannotgshake off our 
relationship. Sprung from a common 
stock, with a common history, common 
language, common laws ; charged as we 
both are by Providence with the carrying 
out of that grand principle of ordered 
liberty, on which, we believe, the ameli­
oration of mankind depends, we may be 
rivals, but rivals only as to which of ns 
shall represent these principles most 
wisely and most effectively. _ We may 
quarrel, and when we quarrel it will be 
with the peculiar bitterness which dis­
tinguishes family disputes. But the very 
acrimony is itself an evidence of the 
closeness of the tie which' binds us. For 
the sting rises from the Supposed absence 
of the special good-will which each of us 
conceives we have a right to look for from 
the other. Be our political position to 
each other what it may—and for myself I 
hope and believe no angry word need ever 
more be exchanged between us—it is in­
evitable that we must retain an ardent 
interest in each other’s future, and must 
remain connected by links of feeling such 
as cannot exist between either of us and 
any other powers.

In the last century and in the century 
before, when the Irish Catholics remain­
ed fixed at home, there was a no less im­
portant Protestant emigration to this 
country. Every séason for more than a 
hundred years they came ever in ship­
loads, the very pith and marrow of th(

How to Destroy Thistles.—While 
giving botanical evidence in some thistle 
prosecutions, Dr. Daniel Bonce, curator 
of the Geelong Botanical Gardens, stated 
that an infallible way to destroy thistles 
was, just before the bud began to form, 
to cut the root through with a spade 
about two inches below the surface ; also 
that the practice of cutting them above 
the surface was an utter waste of both 
money and labor, as thistles thus treated 
invariably sprang up again with a greater 
number of heads than before.

New Bonus for the Credit Valley 
Railway.—A meeting of influential pro­
perty-holders in Peel, in that part of the 
county through which the Credit Valley 
Railway route lies, was held at Bramp­
ton, on Wednesday. Judge Scott oc­
cupied the chair, and Mr. Laidlaw, Pres­
ident of the Company, laid before the 
meeting the propositions of the Company, 
on which they are willing to submit an­
other by-law to the vote. After deliber­
ate consideration the propositions were 
unanimously accepted, and a petition 
was signed asking the County Council to 
submit the by-law. Mr. Capreol was 
present and spoke In behalf of his scheme, 
but was very impatiently listened to;

The Postmaster-General of England in 
his annual report, quotes, among others,
