To put one's heart Into any thing means to 
put one’s self into it, and when was ever 
anything noble, or great, or useful in the 
highest or lowest degree, performed in this 
world, that did hot involve the putting in 
of self? The famous Saying of one of the 
old masters, that he mixed hie paint with 
brains, is but another way of expressing 
a great général truth, applicable to 
all masterly work whether it be painting a 
canvas or writftig a poem, or building a 
house. It must be done with a mixing of 
brains, or with what is the ramp thing, a 
mixing of heart, a mixing of self. The 
average man to say the least, is not a very 
strong or a very wise or great being. 
Measured by the standard of the infinite his 
noblest endeavors seem weak and pufiy be­
yond comparison. Measured by the 
standard of nature’s handiwork thé results 
of his skill and craftiness are insignificant.

How then can a man do less than put 
forth the best there is in him, «since even 
that falls far short of perfection ? And 
this always and everywhere, whether the 
thing to be done calls for the exercise of 
brains or hands, whether it is carving 
statue or digging a ditch.
