His majesty intends to continue his 
mother’s strict policy of excluding all 
divorced women, no matter what the 
circumstances under which their di­
vorces were obtained, or what their 
conditions under which they were re­
married.

An official long connected with the 
British embassy in Washington has 
been specially retained to file clippings 
from American newspapers relating to 
divorces in high society in America, 
and a most elaborate black list of Am­
erican women who have been parted 
from their husbands is on file, and 
readily accessible to King Edward's 
hand.

IRRITATING REGULATIONS.
Simplification and decentralization 

are the keynotes of the report issued 
by the committees under the chair­
manship of Clinton E. Dawkins, ap­
pointed to inquire into the war office 
organization.

The abolition is recommended of the 
present system of ruling the army by 
minute and irritating regulations, both 
military and financial. The committee 
considers the war office ought to be 
relieved by the decentralization of a 
mass of routine work now absorbing 
the energies of the high officials and 
preventing proper attention to impor­
tant military questions. Further de­
centralization should be secured by 
an enlargement of the powers and re­
sponsibilities of the officers command­
ing districts, and, finally, a permanent 
war office board ought to be estab­
lished. which, under the authority of 
the secretary of state, should control 
the business of the war office as a 
whole without detracting from the in­
dividual responsibilities of the com­
mander-in-chief and heads of depart­
ments.

Berlin, June 7. — The Tageblatt 
prints special correspondence from 
New Guinea containing a full account 
of the massacre of the members of 
the first German South Sea expedition 
on the cannibal islands of St. Mat­
thias. They were all killed and eaten 
save a Dr. Heinroth.

The Colonial Zeitung, the official or­
gan of the German Colonial Society, 
furnishes details of the massacre. It 
seems that the vessel which carried 
the expedition to the Island of St. Mat­
thias left, after a few days, for Her- 
bertshoh, New Britain, to get coal and 
fresh supplies. During its absence, 
the savages, who had hitherto ap­
peared friendly, although known to be 
rabid cannibals, planned to kill and 
rob the diminished party.

The plot was carried out one morn­
ing while the members of the expedi­
tion, who had a bodyguard of forty 
drilled Papuans, were cleaning their 
rifles, which they had taken apart. 
Suddenly eighty of the islanders broke 
from the bushes, raising fierce war- 
cries and brandishing spears, with 
which they stabbed to death the leader 
of the party, Dr. Mencken, his secre­
tary, Herr Caro, and a white sailor, 
who was asleep under a tent.

Dr. Heinroth emptied his revolver in­
to his assailants, while the bodyguard, 
in the meantime, retired to the heats 
with the wounded,and Dr. Heinroth, 
leaving twelve dead. The boats put 
off to an island not far distant, where 
the expeditionary vessel rescued them. 
Subsequently the survivors returned to 
the Island of St. Matthias, where they 
found that the bodies had been devour­
ed and the camp absolutely looted.

EIGHT FIREMEN INJURED.
Three of the four wings of the Royal 

Entrop at Antwerp, stored with wool, 
jute and lard, and the custom house 
adjoining, were burned.
