GREAT MINE OF COAL.

The ocean bed lying between Boston
Light and Minot's Light, in the vicin-
tv of Harding's Ledges and Toddy
Rock, out beyond Hull Gut, and off the
Nantasket shore, great mine of
toal, and if some means could be de-
vised by which this coal could be rais-
ed and brought ashore there would be
fuel and to spare; enough to supply
pvery furnace and store in QGreater
boston for the winter.

This may sound like a Captain Kidd
story, or like a dream of the Arablan
Nights, but it is a solid fact, and there
are many whe will vouch for its truth. {

The heaps of black rock thus ming-
ling with the mud or with the yellow
sands at the bottom of Boston harbor
were dumped there when some coal
laden boat went to pieces in a storm
or collision, or sank with its freight,
and was afterwards washed to pieces
by the action of the tides.

One old Boston pilot, whe has watch- |
ed the wrecks off shore for a half-
century, asserts that not merely thou-
sands, but tens of thousands of tons
of coal lle burned around
outside the harbor.

Hundreds of tons of this coal have,
from time to time, been washed ashore
on the beach at Hwll, Point Allerton,
and along the Nantasket Point, and the
citizens of these places have many
stories to tell of times when the entive |
beach along this section was coverel |
with “winrows” of shining black peb-
®les, which when picked up proved
to be coal.

In the fierce storm a few vears age
which wrecked the ill-fated steamer
Portland nearly five thousands tons of
coal were sunk off Toddy Rock alone.
Two barges of the Consolidation Coal
Company, in tow of the Cumberland,
went to pieces on Toddy Rock and be-
came total wrecks, their freight drop-
ping llke lead to the bottom of the |
ecean when their hulls broke up. The
‘Abel B. 3abcock., a four-masted
schooner heavily loaded with coal, also
went to pieces.

BLACKENS THE WATER.

When the Consolidation barges broke
ap & stream of black water, coal stain-
ed, was seen stretch from Toddy
Rock to Hull Gut and beyond, and it
fs believed by the sea-wise of Nantas-
ket that this black stream swept the
coal from the barges along through |
Hull Gut and depeosited it beyond in
eight or ten fathoms of water.

BOTTLED IN EVERY CLIME

10,000 Fleas Meet in World's
Congress.

Coliection Is Unique in the Annals of
Human Research.

rondon, Sept. 20.—The safe arrival of
the whaler ¥Forget Me Not, at Sydney,
Cape Breton, and the report that her
captain had been intrusted with the
task of obtaining specimens of arctic
fleas for Mr. Charles Rothschild, sug-
gested a visit to Tring Park, where
thousands upon thousands of fleas are
kept in Mr. Rothschild’s famous zoo-
logical museum. I found Dr. Jordan
in charge of the museum. He showed
me around. There were cabinets con-
tainging fleas of all forms and sizes,
from nearly every corner of the world.
They numbered 10,000 and more.

“Every mammal and bird has its par-
ticular kind of flea,” said the doctor.
“Very many have several different
kind®. Thus it appears that the cat

flea is different from the dog flea, the-
flea, and |

dog flea from the sparrow
each in turn different from the pulex
irritans, the scientist’s pet name for the

| human flea.
“So you can see,” observed Dr. Jor- |

dan, “that the flea affords more diverse,
material for the collector than does any
other living creature.” He then pro-

| duced some of the gems of his collec-

tion.

! Park labeled each with the name of

the creature on which it was found.
They are then Classified, hermetically
sealed and packed away with 10,000
of thelr mummified brothers.

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THE NEW FALSE CHRIST

Continues to Create Considerable
Stir in Old London.

The Singular Career of His Predeces-
sor, Courtenay, Is Recalled.

London, Sept. 29.—Since the advent
of Mr. John Dowie, of the Chicago

Zionist settlement, in England, and
the disturbances attending his asser-
tion of his divine mission, there has
been no such religious furore as that
which was recently aroused in Lon-
don by the declaration of the Rev. J.
H. Bmyth Pigott that he is the Messiah
on his second coming.

Ey the side of Clapton Common, in
the north of London, stands the Aga-
pemone, or Abode of Love, the sanctu-
ary of the Agapemonites, a small
church of wealthy people of the middle
class, over whom their present leader,
Mr. Pigott, possesses a peculiar power.

Mr. Pigott begai, life as a sailer.
He was afterwards a Church of Eng-
land curate, joined the Salvation
Army and passed from its ranks to be-
come an Agapemonh'te,

The tenets or the sect are that the
day of judgment is at hand, together
with the second coming of the Mes-
siah, and that it is the time for praise,
not prayer. The ‘“Ark of the Coven-
ant,” as its attendants call their place
of worship, was beset last Sunday
week by some 5,000 or 6,000 people
curious to see and hear the new Christ.
The building holds only about 350 peo-
ple, but the place was stormed and
crowded to excess. The service was
frequently interrupted by disorderly
interjections of the unbelievers, but
the minister maintained a mystical,
unperturbed cxpression while he as-
serted in his address that he stood
there, not as a pastor of the church,
but as the Messiah come again.

At the end of the service, protected
by the police and other attendants, he
drove away in his brougham te¢ his
comfortable residence in the mneigh-
borhood, thousands of people running
after the carriage, yelling and hissing
and uttering threats,
