The old original Tecumsehs won the 
international championship in 1877. In 
fact they were considered at that time 
world-champions. In 1876 the grounds 
of the old exhibition grounds were 
used as ball grounds. It was here that 
professional ball was first introduced 
in the city.

Guelph and London were always 
strong rivals in baseball, London gen­
erally losing in those days to Guelph. 
This was owing to the fact that Guelph 
had secured players to come to that 
city and work, who were above the or­
dinary.
