A WILD GARDEN.
Dear Miss Grey,—In response to 

Silverland’s appeal for her needy 
friend might state that if she writes 
me I may be able to assist a little. 
Would also like some of her pink 
plants, and will pay postage on 
same, and in return send a varied 
collection of annuals, gladioli, 
dahlias or cannas.

Yes, Aunt Maria, I believe, by this 
time we are all infected with the 
"back to the land" germ. I know I 
for one avail myself of every spare 
moment to be puttering in the gar­
den. The men folk say it's as sure 
a sign of spring as to see the kid­
dies out playing marbles.

But how many have ever tried a 
"wild garden"? The term may be 
considered a misnomer by some, yet 
it is expressive of what It is In­
tended. There is perhaps a greater 
delight in creating a wild garden 
than in any other form of gardening 
for the simple reason that each 
batch of plants recalls some pleasant 
excursion to the woods. It also 
offers an opportunity to obtain some 
charming effects with very little 
labor and no expense.

If one selects a partially shady 
spot almost all varieties of wild 
flowers can be collected all summer, 
but early spring and late fall are the 
Ideal periods to collect them.

With many who are not familiar 
with the plants it may be necessary 
to collect them when in blossom; if 
at such times take specimens which 
are just past bloom, as they are 
more likely to recover than those in 
full bloom. Then, too, when plant­
ing, do not place the roots as firmly 
in the soil as is customary with 
cultivated flowers. Collect them In 
some covered receptacle and do not 
let the foliage wilt.

Do not try to complete your wild 
garden in one season either. 1% is 
far more interesting to build up 
over a period of several years..I 
have at present quite a collection 
of ferns, hepaticas, wild asters, 
anemone, violets, trilliums, wild 
geranium, blood root, honeysuckle, 
and am far from having my garden 
complete. When finished I think I 
can safely say my garden verifies 
the poetically expressed truth In 
Kipling’s verses on the glory of the 
garden where he says. "That the 
glory of the garden lies in more 
than meets the eye.”

Half 
cup shortening, 1 1-2 cups sugar, 
grated rind of 1 orange, 3 eggs, 2 
cups flour, 4 teaspoons Royal 
baking powder, 1-4 teaspoon salt, 
1 cup milk; separate the eggs, re­
serving 1 white for frosting; 
cream the shortening, add the 
sugar slowly, and the grated rind 
of orange; add the well-beaten 
yolks of eggs: sift together the 
flour, salt, and baking powder, 
and add alternately with the 
milk. Fold in 2 of the beaten 
whites. Bake in three greased 
layer tins in moderate oven about 
20 minutes.
