On the hazy battle- 
ground of Forbes 
field, flanked by a 
wildly cheering 

throng of 43,000 non-combatant, the 
bold buccaneers turned the tables on 
their Senator conquerors of the day 
before, broke up the sharpshooting ot 
one of Washington’s biggest guns. 
Stanley Coveleskie and took the sec­
ond game of the championship conflict 
in a dime novel finish, with a home run 
by Kiki Cuyer and the stout-hearted 
pitching of Vic Aldridge turning the 
tide victoriously.

The final verdict was gained only by 
the hairline margin of 3 to 2, with the 
outcome in doubt until the last put- 
out. hut it was enough to put the 
Pirates on even terms with the world's 
champion Senators as the rival forces 
set sail tonight for the capital pre- 
pared to renew the engagement in the 
third tussle at Griffith stadium to­
morrow.

There was a double portion of dis­
aster for the Senators as they withdrew 
toward their home port, for. besides 
losing the game and their brilliantly- 
won advantage of 3esterdas, their 
ranks suffered a hard blow in the loss, 
at least temporarily, of Ossie Bluege. 
star third baseman.

Bluege Recovers.
Bluege was hit just back of the ear 

by one of Aldridge’s fast inshoots in 
the sixth inning, and was forced out of 
the game, while Buddy Myer, an un­
tried recruit, took his place on the field. 
Bluege dropped as though shot, ana it 
first seemed that he was severely hurt, 
but he recovered sufficiently to walk 
from the field to the clubhouse. There, 
though still in a daze, physicians dis­
covered no apparent danger in his con­
dition. He left shortly after the game 
with his teammates to board their 
Washington train, but doubt remained 
as to whether he would return to the 
line-up tomorrow, in spite of Manager 
Bucky Harris’ optimism on this sub- 
jejet.

The loss of Bluege. whose play has 
been a feature of the series thus far. 
came at a critical moment for the 
Senators, who were battling to break 
the 1—1 deadlock brought about when 
Glenn Wright. Pirate shortstop, wal­
loped a home run into the right field 
stands in the fourth inning that offset a he advantage gained by the Senators 
on Joe Judge’s round-trip smash into 
the right field grandstand extension

Even with Bluege in the line-up. how­
ever, it is doubtful whether the Sena- 
tors could have survived the final 
Pirate drive, in which Cuyler’s homer 
broke the deadlock, and scored Eddie 
Moore ahead of him with the deciding 
tallies, while Aldridge, making the last 
of a series of gallant stands, kept the 
Senators from boarding the Pirate craft 
in a desperate ninth-inning rally that 
fell only one run short of tying the 
count

Rises To Occasion.
The Senators had filled the bases 

with none out in their ninth-Inning 
counter-attack, and did manage to push 
over one run on a long sacrifice fly by 
Bob Veach in a pinch-hitting role, but 
Aldridge struck out Dutch Ruether. 
another substitute batsman, and retired 
the dangerous Sam Rice on an eass 
bounder for the final out

It was the second time in the game 
that the world’s champions filled the 
hases with none out, hut on the first 
occasion, in the fifth inning, they were 
even less successful, going out with­
out making a run. In the frame Aid- 
ridge put himself in the hole by mis- 
handling < Coveleskie ‘s bunt and throw­
ing too late to third, after Peckinraugh 
and Ruel had hit Texas it aguers. But 
the Pirate twirler pulled himself to- 
gether with Washington’s heavy arti- 
lery facing him.

Through the earlier stages of the 
game Aldridge was outpitched and hit 
harder than his veteran rival.

It 
was a flake homer, a hit that would 
have given no more than two bases on 
the regular playing field, but it was 
sufficient tn clinch the battle.

Regardless of these turns of fortune, 
however. the Pirates probably would 
have tallied twice in this inning. Moore, 
on second at the time, would have 
scored even if Cuyler’s blow hadn’t 
jumped out of the field. Barnhart fol-’ 
lowed with another hit and Peck con-| 
tributed a second error on Traynor’s1 
bounder, hut these blows were wasted, j 
as Coveleskie steadied and checked the 
onslaught.

Thus the much vaunted Pittsburg; 
attack broke through the enemy's bul-| 
warks decisively for the first time in 
the series, while on the defence the| 
young National league champions again; 
outshone their more seasoned rivals to| 
the confusion of pre-series predictions, 
with Grantham and Barnhart scintillât-| 
ing particularly in fielding per- 
formances.

The victory was scored, too, in a 
dramatic setting—made so by the roar­
ing spirit of the capacity crowd, the 
presence of old-time heroes of Pitts- 

burg’s last world's series victory six­
teen years ago, and by the tributes 
paid to the memory of one of the great­
est championship heroes fo all—Christy 
Mathewson.

Cuyler came through yesterday
with the home run that turned the 
tide in favor of the Corsairs. It was 
the first homer with a man on bases 
in a two games that have been re­
markable for circuit smashes.
