Mr. Ishman, of Washington D.C., who 
was supervisor of the Alaska census and sta­
tioned at San Francisco for duty, has been 
appointed special deputy collector of the 
Alaskan customs district, with headquarters 
at Sitka, by Collector Max Pracht.

] lave as hard working men and women, and 
I make no doubt these hardy folk are ready 
to be content with it in their scattered 
ranches, so long as they can get it. Any 
one who has lived as I‘have for years, in 
Indo-China, will recognize the misery of 
daily chicken and duck for breakfast, for 
tiffin and for dinner. Disguise it 
may in carry, in soup, in magmnaise, cold, 
boiled, roast, until the sight of a chicken or 
duck has become an abomination, you feel 
that you would give anything for a leg of 
mutton. Ge.to Australia and Uve ut a sta­
tion and you would soon give anything for 
a chicken or duck. Nbw, sir, these poor 
>eople of the iàiand have to live on venison 
or their staple meat, aU the year round, 

and without it what are they to do ? Yet , 
there are some people who do not scruple to 
go up the railway line and, making use of a 
log hut or two, ten miles off the track, stay

down deer ' indiscriminately, doe, 
fawn and buck, at the rate of four 
or five a day by (train, shooting for their 
own pot, and thus driving the deer, on the 
supply of which the settlers have to depend- 
for their sustenance, further and further in­
to the Koksilah mountains.

not require. It appears to me that 
the E. & N. Railway - might put -a prohibi­
tive rate on the freight of deer to the city.

The following letter, which speaks for 
itself, from Dr. Rae, the famous Arctic ex­
plorer, appeared in the London Echo of 
August 22nd.

“In ‘News in a Nutshell,’the Echo of 
to-day, August 20, Bays: ‘ Thia is the 72nd 
birthday of Admiral Sir Francis Leopold 
McClintock, the Arctic navigator who 
ascertained ,|the fate of Sir John Franklin 
and his companions ’ I hope von will favor 
me with space enough to refresh people’s 
memory as to a five years’ prior claim of 
mine to the above discovery, which pointed 
ont to Sir Leopold the exact line of ^Arate 
where he would obtain fresh traces of the 
missing Expedition, derived through my 
excellent interpreter from the Eskimos, 
whom the greatest and noblest of Arctic 
navigators, Pgrry, after a two years' ex­
perience of they, calls in bis journal the 
moet truthful people he had ever known.

The story told me by about fifty or more 
Eskimos in the spring of 1854 at Repulse 
Bay, was that at least four winters before, 
when the natives were killing seals in the 
early eprihg to the West of King William's 
Island, a number of white men were, seen 
travelling southward on the ice, hauling 
one or two boats, making their way towards 
Backs Fish river. After their seal killing 
was done, they were on their way to the 
“Great River,” to catch salmon, as soon as 
the ice broke up, when they came to about 
thirty or more.dead men lying close to the 
edge of the sea, a long sledge journey with 
dogs—about 40 miles—from the true month 
of the Fish River, and with them was à 
boat. My informants said that gun shots 
had been heard, and the large wing bones 
and feathers of geese seen where the dead 
were, indicated that.eome of the poor fellows 
nqist have lived until about the 1st June, 
that*being the time a which these birds, 
with wonderful regularity, arrive at these 
latitudes.

I bought from these natives many relics, 
on which were found initials and crests in­
dicating that they Bud been the property of 
twelve of the officers, including Sir J. 
Franklin’s Cross of Knighthood. First, 
large rewards were offered if they, could tell 
of even one living white, they all ga 
same answer—“ They are all dead. ” 
was no attempt at a lie tq gain a reward. 
The reply was somewhat similar when 
books were asked for—“ We saw ten or 
twelve books” such as was shown to them, 
but they said they had no use for these, arid 
they were given the children to play with, 
and were torn up. Not one of the journals, 
not the fragment of one, has been lound up 
to the present time—after a lapse of thirty- 
seven years.
