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LORD LISTER HERB.

The First Man Raised to the Peerage for 
Distinguished Medical Services.

No sooner have Victorians been called 
upon to speed the parting guests, 
hers of the British Association for the 
advancement of science, than the plea­
sant task of welcoming the visiting 
members of another world-renowned 
scientific body, the British Medical As­
sociation, devolves upon them.

Lord Lister, accompanied by hie 
brother, Mr. Arthur Lister, and two 
daughters arrived last evening on the 
Charmer and are staying at the Dallas 
hotel. Dr. and Mrs. Munro, of Edin­
burg, and Dr. and Mrs. J. W. Ashworth 
are also included in the party.

Lord Lister is the first man of the" 
medical profession who has been raised 
to the peerage for his distinguished ser­
vices. He was born in 1827, at Upton, 
Essex, and graduated as M.B. at the 
University of London in 1852. He is a 
surgeon extraordinary to the Queen. 
The chief work of his life has been 
his researches in the application of 
antiseptic treatment in surgery, the 
“ Listerian ” method. It was for this 
that he won the first prize of the Academy 
of Paris.

Yesterday the distinguished party 
were entertained bv the local members 
of the medical profession, Dr. Davie and 
Dr. John Duncan having been appointed 
a committee at the recent meeting of the 
medical board to arrange the details of 
the entertainment to be provided.

In the morning Hon. Dr. Helmcken 
and Drs. Davie, Milne, Crompton and 
Duncan escorted the visitors to Cadboro 
Bay, luncheon being partaken of at the 
Mount Baker hotel eu route. Thence 
carriages proceeded to the Royal Jubilee 
hospital, where President Alexander 
Wilson and members of the hos­
pital board received the party 
and conducted them through the 
different wards. On the return to the 
city the government buildings and pro­
vincial museum were visited, which con­
cluded the day’s outing.

To-day’s arrangements include a trip 
beyond Race Rocks in Captain Dan Mc- 
Intoshe’s launch, which will afford ex­
cellent glimpses of the Pacific. The 
party will lunch at Glengarry Farm, the 
property of Dr. John Duncan, at Met- 
chosin.

Professor Foster, the author of the 
famous text book on Physiology, ac­
companied by Mrs. Foster, are also of 
the party.

ON THE WATER FRONT.CARIBOO GOLD FIELDS.

Immense Amount of Work Accomplished 
This Year.

The Cariboo Gold Fields, who own 
ground for one and three-quarter miles 
of the bed of Williams creek, have at 
present about one hundred men at work 
constructing a ditch, so that when com­
pleted this company will have about four­
teen miles of ditches with a capacity of 
2,000 inches of water. The ditch is nine 
feet wide at the top,four feet at the bottom 
and two and one-half deep, with a 
grade of 9.60 to the mile. The pipe line 
is cleared, surveyed and graded, and the 
laying of the pipe will commence shortly. 
The company have a good water supply, 
receiving water from Lightning, Ground 
Hog, Jack of Clubs and Williams creeks. 
The drain tunnel is in 2,700 feet and it is 
expected about 120 feet more will be 
driven be driven before it will strike the 
elevator shaft. The elevator shaft will be 
driven about 68 feet, at the foot of which 
bed-rock is expected to be struck. The 
shaft is sunk at an angle of 30 degrees 
for the water pipe to go down to connect 
with the elevator shaft. At the elevator 
shaft a doable compartment sluice is 
being constructed at a height of 20 feet 
above the present surface of the creek, 
and which will be 840 feet in length and 
will be finished in about a week. The 
double sluice will be used for the double 
line of pipe for the use of the two ele­
vators. The elevators will be set and 
everything will be in readiness for ac­
tive work next spring. At a point below 
Ballarat point the company’s ground is 
over a mile in width of the creek bed. 
The company have expended a large 
amount of money on this property, and 
it is confidently expected that the com­
pany will pretty nearly pull even on one 
season’s good work, and many of the old 
timers, who are well acquainted with the 
ground, say that it can be done. Mr. 
James Champion, a mining engineer of 
experience, has charge of the work, and 
is doing things very satisfactorily. _

Williams creek has produced millions, 
as has often been published, and more 
gold taken out than on any other creek 
in the world.—B. C. Mining Journal.

■FREIGHTS GO UP.

“A continuance of the favorable con­
ditions noted in oar last circular has re­
sulted in freights going up all round,” 
observe R. P. Rithet & Co. in their 
freight and shipping report for August. 
“The advance, however, has latterly 
been checked by free offerings of steam­
ers, and at the close tonnage ie neglect­
ed. Grain is very plentiful in the north, 
while ships are scarce, which accounts 
for the unusual difference in rates from 
Portland and Tacoma compared with 
San Francisco. The demand for lumber 
tonnage ie slackening off as usual in the 
autumn ; etill owners are firm in their 
views, and freights are little, if any, 
changed. In the salmon market the 
charter of the Lodore has been cancelled 
and the Iolanthe has been taken up ; 
otherwise the fleet is as previously re­
ported.”

SICKOver near Tateyama at a point which 
is rounded by all ships running into 
Yokohama from sea, lie the remaina of 
the Norwegian bark Alette, which left 
British Columbia with lumber in July 
last. This startling information, which 
came by cable yesterday, waa supple­
mented by the etill more distressing re­
port that ten out of a crew of fifteen had 
been drowned. Bat the meagre dispatch 
tells of nothing more, and leaves those 
who possibly have friends aboard in 
painful anxiety aa to the farther 
particulars of the disaster. Where 
the accident occurred ie marked on 
charts by many currents, and stands oat 
exposed to all the mischievous tides for 
which that coast is reputed. The Alette 
was in command of Capt. Lorentzen, and 
her crew were signed m Robt. Ward & 
Co.’e offices, Vancouver. The ship car­
ried a full load of lumber from the 
Hastings mill, and she was given de­
spatch on the third day of the month. 
The following day ehe had put in at 
Port Angeles, and then she continued on 
her long sea voyage, which ended so 
lamentably. That she had made a fairly 
rapid voyage seems evident, for the 
place where she came to grief was only a 
day’s run to port.

Built at Alblasserdam in 1879, the 
Ailette cannot be described as old. Being 
wooden, however, and having a regis­
tered tonnage of 1,306, she might by con­
sidered a heavier carrier than the ordi­
nary run of her stamp of vessel. Her 
owner is given in Lloyd ae Astiecelhabt.

At the late hour at which the cable­
gram was received the Colonist was un­
able to get the names of the crew from 
Vancouver.

Crowded school waa the cause of the 
special meeting of the trustee board held 
yesterday afternoon. It seems that the 
scheme of the redistribution of seats at 
the Spring Ridge Ward school has not 
proved altogether satisfactory in ite re­
sults, as more pressure has now been 
caused in some of the lower classes in 
the North Ward school, and it was to 
take action in a letter from Principal 
McNeil calling attention to the subjjct 
that the board meeting was held.

One-sixth of the 
concern has already been completed, but 
of the matter of progress the doctor had 
nothing to give away. His trip was 
costing the Gazette many thousands of 
dollars, and he considered it only iair 
that that paper should get his news ex­
clusively. The doctor is going overland 
via the C.P.R., and will be leaving on 
the Charmer for Vancouver this morn­
ing. In Ludwig Rosenthal, a San Fran­
ciscan, who has been in the Orient, and 
who is now on his way home, was to be 
found his companion and interpreter. 
K. Stachlgren was another well-known 
personage aboard. Hie arrest on a 
charge of absconding while filling the 
office of Danish consul, his trial and 
subsequent exoneration, was published 
in the Hongkong Telegram a few months 
ago. In company with his wife he is 
now going home. Mise H. L. Richard­
son and Miss Tsao Fung Yem, returning 
missionaries to Tacoma ; Henry Arden, 
a New York merchant; W. H. H.Green 
and E. T. White, were the saloon pas­
sengers to arrive.

This raised some discussion as what 
would happen if the board showed a 
credit balance at the end of the year, 
and the concensus of opinion waa that, 
like the boy who was asked for the cure 
of his apple by a tooth-watered compan­
ion—“ there ain’t going to be no core-.”

The letter from A.B. McNeil was then 
read, showing that certain of the classes 
at North Ward school were greatly over­
crowded, and recommending the ap­
pointment of an additional teacher ; at 
present one class was composed of no less 
than 70 pupils.

It was proposed to appoint an addi­
tional teacher or a monitor, and Mr. 
Eaton explained that the overcrowding 
in some of the rooms had been increased 
by the re-arranging of the classes of the 
Spring Ridge school. The appointment 
oi a monitor on a merely nominal salary 
was thought to be the most economical 
way, provided a suitable teacher 
could be obtained. There was scarcely 
sufficient pressure to warrant the ex­
pense of a thoroughly trained teacher, 
and by supervision of tijp other mem hers 
of the staff a monitor would answer for 
the present.

On the suggestion that the pressure 
was only temporary, Trustee Bel)ea 
pointed out that the increase in the en­
rollment was uniformly greater each 
term, and for his part he was in favor’of 
appointing a competent teacher imme­
diately. “ We alt know what it means 
if.a temporary appointment is made," 
remarked that gentleman.

Trustee McMicking proposed that a 
pupil teacher take charge of the new 
class for the present and applications be 
called to fill the vacancy ; bnt as this 
was only postponing the matter, Trustee 
Belvea moved that an additional teacher 
be appointed forthwith at a salary not 
less than $50 per month. This found a 
seconder in Trustee Hall and was car­
ried.

While the secretary was referring to 
hie list of applicants, Trustee Belvea 
brought up the old old complaint of 
“ new books and none bnt Gage’s." He 
had had at least a score of complainte 
made to him as to the number and cost 
for text hooka. One man had come to 
him to-day, stating that his children 
had lately been moved from one school 
to another, but in the same grade, and 
the new teacher had insisted on buying 
new books. This was a perfect absurd­
ity and great waste. The trouble ie that 
the selection of the department was not 
restricted to one series.

Mr. Eaton stated that one of his first 
enquiries was as to whether the teachers 
of the same grade were using the same 
books, and he had found that they were 
uniform as far ae he could find out, It 
was very important to have uniformity.

Trustee Yates suggested that the 
superintendent make an examination 
into the matter and report. In reply to 
this Mr. Eaton said that he bad alreauy 
made arrangements fora teachers’ meet­
ing to take up this very subject, and in 
the course of "a few days he would be in 
a position to report fully on the matter.

After going over a lengthy list of 
names oi applicants for positions on the 
teaching staff in this city, it was thought 
advisable to postpone the matter of a 
selection for a week or two. “ The board 
has no more important duty than the 
appointment of teachers," remarked 
Trustee Belyea, “ and there is no need 
to hurry the matter for a week, and in 
the meantime the crowded classes can 
be arranged for that short interval.”

Superintendent Eaton had anticipated 
the change, and all arrangements as to 
seating were complete for any change 
the board might make, and no time 
would be lost, as a new teacher could 
take the classes in hand on a day’s no­
tice.

PROVINCIAL POLICE COURT. WHISKY.The Strouss Case Again Up for Trial.

In the provincial police court yester­
day, the case of Maurice Strouss, charg- 
ed’with illegally attempting to export 
deer-skins, came up before Magistrate 
Macrae, having been remitted for retrial 
by Mr. Justice Walkem on an appeal by 
the crown.

Mr. Geo. E. Powell appeared to prose­
cute, and the defence was conducted by 
Mr. F. B. Gregory. As a preliminary, 
Mr. Gregory admitted that the ekins 
produced in court were a portion of 
those seized by the provincial authorities 
and which the defendant had attempted 
to export, and also that they were a fair 
sample of the lot.

The first witness, William Lindsay, 
taxidermist, of Pandora street, testified 
to having overhauled the skins, which 
were all in a raw condition. Frederick 
Norris, tanner, of Gorge road, corrobor­
ated the evidence of the last witness in 
regard to the condition of the skins. 
Being pressed by counsel for the defence 
witness said that some preparation 
might have been used on the skins to 
protect them from being eaten by in­
sects, hnt this would not preserve them.

Mr. Powell, announcing that thie evi­
dence completed the case on behalf of 
the crown, Mr. Gregory applied for an 
adjournment, which was granted, until 
Wednesdav, at 2:30 p.m. An applica­
tion, on behalf of the accused, for per­
mission to remove the skins, which are 
at present in the possession of the pro­
vincial police, was opposed by Mr. 
Powell, and finally ordered to stand over
