SECOND CHARGE HEARD
Vancouver Magistrate Decides That 

Conviction on Greater Charge 
Does Not Bar

Tangier, Jan. 11.—Mulai Hafid has 
been proclaimed sultan at Fez, one of the 
capitals of Morocco, and a holy war has 
been declared. Unreliable 
this effect have been In circulation for 
a day or two, but today official con­
firmation of them was received. Mulai 
Hafid, who some months ago was pro­
claimed Sultan at

Dublin, Jan. 10.—An abrupt termina­
tion today of the first sitting of the 
viceregal commission appointed to in­
vestigate the circumstances surround­
ing the loss of the regalia of the order 
of St. Patripk from Dublin castle last 
June, has caused a great sensation. 
According to a statement by counsel 
.for Sir Arthur Edward Clears, who was 
custodian of the missing Jewels, the 
government in October last communi­
cated to their client Its Intention to re­
move him from "the office of Ulster 
King of Arms, and reconstitute that 
office, and the withdrawal of Sir Ar­
thur from the sitting of the commis­
sion today was due to his contention 
that the limited scope of the commis­
sion’s inquiry precluded any proper 
Investigation being made of the in­
sinuations which resulted In the deci­
sion to remove him.

In toe brief proceedings today, 
Chester Jones, one of the commission- 
res, announced that It was no business 
of the commission to find the thief— 
that was for the police to do.

There was much speculation tonight 
as to what are the serious and grave 
matters, which, according to Sir Ar­
thur’s counsel, the commission is not 
permitted to inquire into. The Dublin 
Evening Herald declares that the mys­
tery of the jewels only touches the 
fringe of the question, and that revela­
tions may be expected which have not 
been equalled In Ireland for a quarter 
of a century.

Dublin, Jan. 11.—The inquiry by a 
viceregal commission Into the disap­
pearance from Dublin Castle of the 
regalia of the order qf St. Patrick, 
valued at $260,000, was resumed here 
today.

Neither Sir Arthur Edward Vicars, 
who was custodian of the missing 
jewels, nor his legal representatives, 
were present.

The members of the commission are 
inclined to let the proceedings drop, 
and they so Informed the Solicitor 
General, declaring that in their opinion 
no useful purpose could be served by 
proceeding without the Information 
that Sir Arthur could give. The Soli­
citor General, however, declared that 
the Government wished to continue 
the inquiry, and said he was in a posi­
tion to bring witnesses who could give 
Important evidence. The commission­
ers agreed to this course.

Considerable publU, sympathy exists 
here for Sir Arthur Vicars In the posi­
tion in which he has been placed by 
the restriction placed upon the Inquiry 
by the commission. It is freely as­
serted that this course has been taken 
in order to avoid even graver scan­
dals. It Is claimed that persons of 
high social position had free access to 
the office from which the jewels were 
taken, and that the police hold ' the 
opinion that the missing property was 
not removed from Ireland, but Is hid­
den here.

ment is greatly wrought up about the 
proclamation of Mulai Hafid as Sul­
tan, and the declaration of a holy 
war at Fez. France and Spain acting 
officially for the powers, must re­
cognize Abdel Aziz as the legitimate 
sultan, so long as the official govern­
ment remains In his hands, but Mulai 
Hafid, In the past year, has shown un­
expected strength in the development 
of his forces, and the present situa­
tion means the indefinite prolongation 
of the stay of the Kronch and Spanish 
troops in Morocco. Much antonagism 
has been aroused against Abdel Aziz 
because of his close relations with the 
Europeans, and it was because of this 
friendly association that Mulai Hafid 
and his followers were able to arouse 
the fat atlcs of the southern districts 
it Is said that the imperial troops at 
Fez have announced their allegiance 
to the newly proclaimed sultan. The 
French and Spanish governments 
therefore, already are taking steps to 
Increase the policing force at the 
various coast cities, where Europeans 
would be In the most dangerous
