SENATOR McMASTER’S REASON FOR
ITS CLUSE CORPORATION,

He Would Prefer the Denomination to
Manage it—But it Must Teach Regular
/Baptist Doetrine.
To the Editoy of the Uanadian Baptist.
" DrAR Sir: The views expressed by cer-
tain.of your correspondents with reference
to our “denominational institutions will
doubtless attragt attention, and perhaps
be dealt with by those who have long taken
an active interest in their management.
The tew remarks I purpose to make will
be confined to the Toronto baptist college.
It might be inferred by what is being said
by some of our friends that its trust deed
and charter was designedly framed with
the view of excluding our churches from
any influence and contvol in the manage-
ment of the college. No conclusion could
be further from the truth; for the fact is
that my personal preference was in favor of
placing the college under direct denomina-
tional control; and the Rev: Dr. Castle,
with whom I conferred on the subject, was

{ strongly in favor of that course being

taken. Much time was spent, and much
trouble taken, in endeavoring to devise a
-plan whereby such' control might be se-
cured, without sacrificing considerations,to
which T shall presently refer, which, 1
think, all, on reflection, will admit to be

more vital than any question as to the man-
ner of appointing the controlling body.
Although Ronferred with many trusted
brethren about the projects ‘that lay so
near my heart, the practical work of shap-
ing the initiatory steps towards the foun-
dation of the college, restedD allzm?rs; wholly
upon legal adviser,Mr. D. E. Thomson,
n.npg mllyxgauega We considered, with the best
judgment w3 could exercise, the different
plans that suggested themselves for secur-
ing representative management. Our en-
quiries led to the conclusion that there ex-

and so constituted as to preserve that “per-
manence 8o indispensible in the appoint-
ing pawer in connection with an institution
intended to last for all time to come. Not
content  with our own opinion, and not
willing to relinquish the idea of denomina-
tional control, unless compelled to do so,
we consulted the best legal talent, not only
within but outside the denomination in
Toronto, the result being that, having re-
ference to our polity of church independ-
ence, and to the existing status of our de-
nominational organization, it was found
impossible to carry out the objects in view
by means of the desired representative
control.

Chief and first among these objects I
may mention that every safeguard should
be provided to prevent the means about to
be furnished for the erection of the college,
as well as those intended to be given as an
endowment, being used at any future time
for the propagation of any other than the
distinctive principles of the regular bap-
tists. Second, that there should be no
risk or complication as to the title of the
college in any property it might become
possessed of, no question as to the validity
of its acts, and no room for disputes, either
legal or denominational, as to the mode of
filling vacancies in the controlling body.
It will be observed I do not concern my-
self at all, as to whether these statements
make for or against the arguments of those
who are agitating for a change of polity.
I am merely stating the facts as they then
existed, and still exist. While my own
personal preference was, as I have stated,
in favor of a different course to that which
I found myself compelled to adopt, I do not
wish to be understood as having entertained
any antipathy to a self-perpetuating board
of trustees.' The latter is no new theory.
Many institutions of the kind are managed
and, I think, well managed in this way.
Further, it is well known that there are
sources of weakness in the representative
system as applied to educational institu-
tions, and that there are in our denomina-
tion in Canada elements which must neces-
sarily have enhanced the dangers insepar-
able from the carrying out of that system
under congregational polity. What looms
up, in my estimation, far above this and all
other considerations, so far as the future
of the college is concerned, is the necessity
for preserving inviolable the doctrinal
standard ; and in view of all the new and
strange theories that are being constantly
advanced in quarters where they are least
expected, it may be advisable for the board,
of which I am only one member, to con-
sider whether any safeguards in this di-
rection can be devised in- addition to those
originally provided.

In conclusion, permit me to add, that
much as I should regret any dispusition to
criticise, from an adverse standpoint,an in-
~titution which I was fain to believe had
Leen received by the denomination with
some -measure of enthusiasm, I do not dep-
recate fair discussion of the course that has
been pursued.. All I ask is that it be fair,
and that my position in referenceto it be
not misrepresented. Should the result be
a feasible :uggestion for bringing the col-
lege into more immediate and vital con-
nection with the churches, I see no reason
for supposing that the board which now
