Young Ernest Seymour Loses His Life 
While Yachting—A Floater in the Lake 
—Many Other Fatalities Throughout 
the Province—Still the Deadly Thresh­
ing Machine.

A peculiarly sad accident occurred yeeter- 
dny afternoon on the Brock-street wharf by 
which a 12 months old Infant, son of Benjamin 
Norwich, butcher, 348 Bathurst-street, lost 
his life. The responsibility for the death lies 
directly at the door of the Property Com­
mittee, the officials of which have time and 
again both by the press and the police been 
requested to take some steps to protect human 
life at this point. Now that a fatality has 
occurred, as in the case of the Brook-avenue 
crossing, in all probability the committee 
will do something.

There is nothing to protect children from 
walking off into the water at «the wharf, and 
in several places even-the stringers which 
act as guards have been allowed to rot away 
and no trouble taken to replace them. Even 
If this petty protection had been afforded 
the sad occurrence would not have had to ly 
reported.

Yesterday afternoon at IX, Annie Wolfe, 
a servant with Mr. Norwich, went down to 
the wharf with his four children, the baby 
being in hie carriage. She rested opposite 
a place on the dock where the guard rails 
had been torn away. Letting go the handle 
of the carriage for a moment to speak to a 
friend, a puff of wind sent It rolling away 
and it disappeared over the side into ten feet 
of water. She looked round just in timeto see 
it disappear, and with a shriek of horror she 
sprang after A

The poor girl, could do. nothing Grand 
Trunk Constable Hodge and another railway 
employe named Gingras pulled her out 
of the water insensible. Other will­
ing bands sought to rescue the baby. 
In five minutes it was being pulled to the 
surface in the carriage, when the latter gave 
a lurch, and the little one fell out never to 
riae again alive. Five minutes after that 
the body was taken out Both servant and 
little one were carried to James Conachar’s 
boathouse. Everything that could be done 
was done by Mr. Conachar to restore anima­
tion to the little corpse, but It was unavail­
ing. The girl was in little better state, and 
had it not been for the prompt attention 
shown her she too could not have lived. 
The meeting between the bereaved father 
and the unfortunate girl was very affecting. 
One and all who witnessed the accident were 
loud in tbs denunciation of the city for its 
culpable neglect of the Brock-street wharf.

A FLO A TEM IN THE LAKE

The Body of An Unknown Mnn Awaiting 
Identification.

Saturday afternoon the body of a man was 
observed floating in the lake at a point mid­
way between York and Scarboro. The 
Esplanade constable was notified and he at 
once started out in search of the floater, 
which he was not long in locating. It was 
taken to the morgue, where it awaits identi­
fication. The body apparently had been 
some five or six days in the water, was well 
nourished end the man at the time of his 
death could not have been more than 83 
years old.

DROWNED WHILE SAILING.

A Great Sunday Demonstration In Thill 
Honor—The Emperor Says “ Au Bevoli* 
to the Czar—A Brilliant Banquet—An 
Enquiry Into the Irish Potato Famine

The Supreme Connell of Railway Employes 
Deliberating—The Outcome of the 
Meeting Somewhat Problematical—It 
May be Several Days Before the Mat­
ter Is Decided—At Other Points.

Tkrrk Haute, Ini, Aug. 23.—Frank Sar­
gent, president of the Council of the United 
Order of Railway Employee, and Eugene 
Debs, secretary of the older, were busily at 
work in their offices at 7 o’clock this morning. 
They were getting things in shape for the 
meeting of the council, which, was set for 10 
o’clock this morning. At the same hour the 
other 10 members of the council—Hanrahan, 
Howard, Love joy, Wilkinson, Sheehan, Mor­
rissey, Sweeney, Downey and Hall—were 
fortifying themselves for the day’s work by 
taking a hearty breakfast at the hotel 

Interviews with Messrs. Hanrahan, Mor­
rissey and Sweeney show very clearly that 
each of them recognises that the eyes of the 
country are on them. They and their asso­
ciates are to decide as soon as possible whe* 
ther or not the gras 
States has ever see»
Each expressed the wish that nothing should 
be done hastily ; that every phase of the 
situation should he discussed by them with 
the utmost deliberation.

Mr. Sargent and Mr. Debs are anxious that 
tbs people should understand thoroughly 
just what the power of this council is and 
bow the momentous question of a general 
strike on the Vanderbilt lines will be brought 
before it and seitled. To put it clearly, noth­
ing is better than to read verbatim the sec­
tions of the constitution of the Supreme 
Council bearing directly on the subject:

Powers of the Supreme Council.
Sec. 15. All grievances for the consideration of 

the supreme council shall be presented in writing 
end signed by the chief executive, who shall 
certify in addition thereto the name of the rail­
way company and the number of men Involved: 
and give such other Information as may be perti­
nent to the subject.

See. 18. A grievance presented under the pro­
visions of the foregoing section shall be read by 
the secretary, whereupon tfiq council shall pro 
oeed to discuss the same, making such enquiry 
and Investigation as may be required to develop 
a true and complete statement of all the facts in 
the case. After due and diligent Investigation 
the council shall proceed to ballot for the ap­
proval or disapproval of the grievance in the fol­
lowing manner: The three representatives of each 
organisation shall be oonvened separately by their 
respective chief executives, and each of them -»■-« 
prepare his ballot, with the word “approved" or 
■disapproved" written thereon: If two or more of 

the representatives vote In favor of ap 
proval such shall be the vote of the organisation 
they represent, and the chief executive shall cast 
•aid vote accordingly; and if two or more of said 
representatives shall vote in favor of disapproval 
such shall be the vote of the orgfenlsaUon and it 
shall be east accordingly by the chief executive. 
When all the organizations are prepared to ballot 
the council shall be reconvened and the secretary 
shall call the roll of organisations, each of which 
shall be entitled to one vote, predicated upon a 
majority vote of its representatives, and thè vote 

ball be announced by the chief executive and 
entered upon the minutes by ute secretary. The 
secretary shall then annoones the reetift of the 
ballot and if It is found that ah the organisations 
have cast their vote in faitorof approval such 
shall be the decision of the supreme council, but 
if it be found that one or more of the organisa­
tions have cast their vote In favor of disannroval 
such shall be the décision of the body, y

the council has only advisory powers and his 
vote is not supreme. It Can readily be seen, 
however, tha his influence is great.

THE- WORK OF SPECULATORS. a
Prof. Saunders Says the Manitoba Wheat 

Crop Is Safe Notwithstanding the 
Burners of Jack Frost.

Ottawa, Aug. 23.—A private telegram 
from Winnipeg states that flour advanced 
to-day to $6 a barrel owing to the recent 
frost. This advance is 80 cento over yester­
day’s price. Mr. H. B. Small, Acting Deputy 
Minister of Agriculture, being shown the 
despatch, replied: “That report is, as far as 
we know, greatly exaggerated, and was un­
doubtedly sent for the purpose of influencing 
prices on ’Change. There was frost, it ap­
pears, but little or no damage was done to 
the wheat crop.”

A telegram was received this morning by 
the department froip Prof. Saunders of the 
Experimental farm, who is at present at the 
branch farm at Brandon, in which he says 
that a slight treat prevailed over Manitoba 
(meaning doubtless the night before Thurs­
day), and that the potatoes and tender vege­
tables had been touched but that the wheat 
was not hurt, as one-third of the red Fyte 
wheat had been already harvested and the 
remainder was too far advanced to be hurt.

Winnipeg, Aug. 24.—The Free Frees pub­

lishes returns from all sections of the pro­
vince and Northwest Territories respecting 
alleged damage by the frost of Thursday 
night. The reporte agree that no damage of 
any account was occasioned. Out of about 
40 reports only two speak of slight damage 
to standing grain in low place» In some 
sections the root and vegetable crops were 
more or less nipped, but in the majority of 
cases even tender plants escaped in­
jury.
