OPPOSE THE ACTION,

Litigation Fellows His Worship's Jublla-
tion -Warm Discussion in City Council
—Tunnel Scheme Relegated to the Board
of Works—The Mayor's Two-Fold Mes

sage—Georgian Bay Company’s Offer.
Exciting and interesting were the
proceedings of the City Council for
more than three hours yesterday afte:-

noon.

An amended offer of the Georgian !
Bay Ship Canal & Aqueduct Company |
to supply the ecity with .water was
warmly discussed and referred to the

Board of Works.

The Mayor’'s proposal for the imme-
diate submission of the expenditure of
$540,000 ‘on the bay tunnel met with a
similar fate.

After a brisk discussion it was re-
solved that the Mayor proceed forth-
with to England to -defend the suit
which Messrs. Paulin, Martin & Co.
have instituted against the city in re-
lation t6 their claima to sell the bonds.

Legal action was ordered to be tak-
en to compel tha Canadian Pacific
Railway to proceed at once with the
erection of the York street bridge.

The only absentees were Ald. Shep-
pard, Saunders, Dunn and Davies.

~The Company s Now Offer.

Mr. G. S: Macdonald, for his com-
pany, offered to furnish twenty mil-
Ilion imperial gallons of wtaer daily
by means of gravitation, at high pres-
sure, for $600 per day, and one and a
half cents per thousand galons for
any quantity in excess of twenty mil-
lion gallons, the contract to be.for 30
years, subject to rencwal by 1
agreement or arbitration. .s a gud™
antee of good faith, the company ccn-
sent to deposit 350,000 with the City
Treasurer. In their former offer the
company agreed to assume and retire
at’' maturity the city’s debenture in-
debtedness.

Ald. Bates and Gowanlock moved
that the matter be referred to the
Board of Works. 5

Ald. Lamb vigorously objected to
paying a company $219,000 a year for
what now only costs $70,000.

Ald. Leslie was equally earnest that
the proposal be considered on its mer-
its, on which he expatiated.

Ald. Shaw favored its submission
to the Board of Works, and on a div-
ision the only members opposed ‘to this
course were Ald. Hallam, Hubbard,
Crane, Oliver, Scott and Lamb. -

Ald. Shaw and Allen then carried a
motion that the matter be not consid-
ered till after the holidays. Their con-
tention was that neither the tunnel
scheme nor the Georgian Bay project
could be of present utility, as two or
three years must elapse in case either
project were endorsed by the ratepay-
ers. ’
Mayor’s Message on the i‘u-nel Project.

There was little that was fresh In
this, the third message His Worship
has brought dwn on this topic :

Two dangers, said he, stare us in the
face—the possibility of an inadequate
supply for domestic purposes and fire
protection, and an accident to the con-
duit. The construction of a tunnel, as
recommended by the engineer, he re-
igiarded as a solution of these difficul-

es. :

The water is two and a halffeet low-
er than twelve months ago and four
and a half feet below the register of
1892. For the past week it has fallen
one and a half inches daily.

“1 cannot too strongly impress upon
you the great risk we are running,”
added His Worship.

Then he quoted Mr. Keating on the
practicability of the tunnel, and con-
cluded by recommending that a by-
law - be submitted to the people.

An Amnimated Discussion,

Ald. Lamb wished the Mayor’s mes-
sage to be considered by the Board of:
‘Works after vacation.

Ald. Leslie and Frankland moved

-that a bylaw be submitted to the rate-

payers at the earliest possible moment.

Ald. Leslie claimed that this did not
commit him to the project.

Ald. Gowanlock saw no necessity for
a tunnel

Ald. Oliver said the proper thing to
do was to protect the conduit.

Ultimately the ,whole matter was
sent to the Board*of Works.

The € P.R. and York-sireet Bridge.

City Counsel Fullerton wrote, in an-
swer to an inquiry by the Mayor: “The
city is bound to provide the money to
build the York-street bridge, leaving
the question between the city and the
Grand Trunk Railway Company to Le
decided by arbitration.

‘“This bridge is urgently required,
and the city is running great risks of
damages by reason of its non-construc-
tion. I therefore most urgently press
upon the C.P.R. Company the neces-
sity of immediate proceedings being
taken to ‘construct and complete this
bridge.”

Mr. Fullerton adds that he had ask-
ed Judge Clark to bring the matter
at once before the Board of Directors,
of the Canadian Pacific Railwfy Com-
pany.

Ald. McMurrich and Lamb carried a
motion that the City Solicitor take
legal action to compel the Canadian
Pacific Railway to at once construct
York-street bridge.

The Bond Cemplieation.

His Worship gave the following mes-
Bage : I beg to report that the bonds
recently sald have been paid for and
shippe¢( to London, agreeable to the
Instruetions of the purchasers.

I have also to' inform the Council
that Messrs. Paulin & Co., having
instituted legal proceedings in Scot-
land- to “try to establish their claim
to the bonds, notwithstanding the fact
thta they failed to do so here, Mr.

ORONHYATEKHA RE-ELECTED.

Supremo Court I. O0.F. Chooses Its Officers
—Dr. McConnell to Be Buried
in Britain,

London, Aug. 2.—The Supreme Court
of the I.O.F. adjourned immediately
the sad news of Dr. McConnell's sud-
den death was made known. A cable
from Toronto announced that it was
the desire of the friends that the re-
mains be interred in England, and ar-
rangements were thereupen made for
the funeral, which will take place on
Wednesday, and at which all the dele-
gates will attend.

At the post-mortem examination it
was decided that his death resulted
from pulmonary apoplexy. The body
was removed to the morgue, and a
coroner’s inguest upon it will be held
on Wednesday next. At to-day’s ses-
sion of the Supreme Court of Foresters
resolutions expressing condolence with
the family of the deceased delegate
from Toronto were passed.

The Supreme Court decided during
to-day’s session to increase the rate of
assessment upon new members be-
tween the ages of 40 and 49. 'The sal-
ary of the Supreme Chief. Ranger was
fixed at $10,000 yearly, that of the Su-
preme Secretary at $3000 yearly <and
that of the Supreme Treasurer at $2000
per year. The auditors’ salary was
fixed at $1000 per year, and that of the
Supreme Physician at $2500 per year.

The report of the Supreme . Chief,
covering the work of the organization
for two years was presented, and his
recommendations, including one that
the sessions of the Supreme Court be
held every three years instead of ev-
ery two years, adopted.

The Californian delegation presented
a handsome banner to the Supreme
Court.

GAUTHIER TRIED TOHANG HIMSELF

The Montreal Murderer Committed for
Trial-His Victim Buried in Um~
consecrated Ground.

Montreal, Quebec, Aug. 2.—This has
been a red-letter day in the already
eventful life of Azrie Gauthier, the
slayer of Celina Costigny. At 2 o’clock
this morning, whiie occupying a cell
in murdereis’ row,Montreal Jail, Gau-
thier tore his bed quilts into stiips
and tried to hang himselr witn a cord
thus made, and at 2 ’‘clock this att-
ernoon Juage Desnoyers formally com-
mitted the accused to stand his trial
at the September term of the Court
of Queen’s Bench. Had the guards
not rushed in and cut him down, Gau-
thier would have been d¢ad in short
order, and when he came into court
and faced the rep rters’ he drew his
right fore finger across his throat to
indicate what he had been about. Be-
ing questioned as to the attempt upon
his own life, Gauthier smiled a ghast-
ly smile and remarked that it was bet-
ter to die that way tham to go out of
the world standing up before a big
crowd of people.

The murderer is apparently quite in-
different as to his fate, and a broad
grin spread over his face when Mr.
St. Jean, his lawyer, was instructing
the prisoner to plead not guilty. Gau-|
thier seemed to think that his trlal|
was over when he had been committed
and he said to his counsel. “You have'
handled my case very ably, and I
am very grateful, and as for the pay
we will -see about: that later on.”

His Victim Buried In Unconsecrated

Since then Detective Slemin has been
quietly working up evidence in prepa-
ration for the inquests on The Globe
and Osgoodby fires. A favorite adage
with Slemin is, “It is a hard stone that
won’t break if you keep pounding,’”
and in this case it gives promise of
being justified.

A Former Tenant Suspected.

Within the past few days the detec-
tive department have been given in-
formation which they believe will en-
able them to solve the mystery of at
least the Osgoodby fire. An investiga-
tion is in progress of the ‘story told
them, and suspicion has attached to
a young man who was tenant of one
of the offices in the building. It is
said he was in financial difficulties
and applied the torch to conceal his
deficits.
