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—OuRr school teachers have just held their
annual association and have returned to their
labors with, we hope, renewed determination
to devote their talents to the almost thank-
less task of teaching the rising youth of
Nova Scotia to get an education. We say
teaching them ‘o get an education, for few
people are educated in our common schools.
The scholar steps across the threshold of our
high echools at the age of eighteen or twenty,
out into the wide, wide world, and to con-
tend that the teacher has educated him or
her, or that the child bas, by the combined
efforts of teacher and pupil acquired an edu-
cation, in the ordinary sense of the word,
would be ludicrous indeed. So, if education
consists in the possession of knowledge, then
the development of the mental, moral and
physical powers is but a means to an end,
and in proportion as this work of develop-
ment is thoroughly carried out by the

=~teacher, so will the pupil be placed in a posi-
tion to acquire knowledge. It is the pre-
paration for the struggle. . If poorly orreck-
lessly done the pupil vomes out from the
school-room with a little knowledge it is true,
but lacking the one all-important requisite,
viz , the means of easily gaining more; while
on the other hand tke pupil who while in
the school-room has learned not a great fund
kpowledge, but to be an independent

geker aft Wpupﬂ indeed is
-well equipped for ek of life, ~And
" pight here is where the teacher, and more
sspecially the young teacher, makes a mis-

take. The professional name itself is mis-
leading. Developer would be more appro-

—" - “priste than teacher, for the work of the so-

galled teacher is to train and not merely to
i teach. After the pupil has learned to read,
** his future is to a large extent dependent
‘upon the thorough way in which his mental
parts are trained to study, to investigate,
.and to carefully weigh everything they
touch, If this be well done, then the pupil
is prepared to dig deep in the mines of every
branch of knowledge, to put away those
things which are useless and to draw in and
Fassimilate whatever is beneficial. 1be im-
portance of such a work cannot be over-esti-
mated, and the person employed in the train-
ing of children aright is engaged in moulding
the minds of the thinkers, the reasoners and
the actors of the mext generation. Unless
these prime qualities are developed in early
years the work of after life will suffer, for no
man becomes a great thinker in one day, but
such a condition of mind is the result of a
slow and regular growth. False reasoning
and erratic thinking must be overcome and
avoided and correct habits of thought in
stilled. The fruit of the teacher’s work is
" pot.gathered in a day but can only be esti-
mated thoroughly when the biography of the
seholar is read._ Life is the great school, and
the man who suceeeds by his own efforts is
the man who is truly educated.

The teacher of to-day is a martyr, ill-paid,
scolded and seldom encouraged. How often
does the parent consult the teacher concern
ing the progress or wants of the child? The
teacher soon learns of any dissatisfaction
lurking in the parents’ bosom and is made to
feel the servient nature of his or her position
as viewed by the rate-payer; but when the
teacher does good work, commendation is
deemed quite superflaous. Possibly the im-
mense salaries these pedagogues receive is
adequate compensation for all the trials and
tribulations which only a school-teacher en-
joys to the full.

The last association was marked by the
absence of some of the leading teachers of
this county. Thisis to be regretted, as those
who are young in the work naturally look to
our leading educationists for help and in-
struction in the methods of teaching the
varions branches and avoiding errors in
which they sometimes fall. The advantage
of attending these gatherings is perhaps
“trifling to the experienced and successful
teaeher; but of incalculable benefit to those
who are being initiated. The idea of hold-
ing annual associations is a good one, but in
order that the best help may be rendered to
the needy ones the best teachers must attend.

—THE people of Cuba are certainly having
an interesting time this year and having it,
as the saying is, all to themselves. The re-
bellion which has been under way down
there for some time past shows no signs of
abating. In some countries a war of zolong
duration would ere this have resulted in
somebody being killed, but these folk have
the faculty of fighting a great deal and scar-
ing each other very much but beyond this
pleasant pastime no serious harm appears to
be done. True, scme have been killed but
they are few compared Lo the large number
that wonld have been slaughtered had this
trouble arisen in some countries provided
with braver men and deadlier weapons:
One result of the war that the future may
have in store for Cuba is that she may be-
come a conquest of the United States. Un-
cle Sam may look upon Spain’s part of the
present operations as a possible interference
with the Monroe doctrine and keep Cuba
out of her difficalty and then gather her in
and add another star to the national flag.

~THE political strife is waxing warmer
and warmer and party papers are vieing with
each other in their efforts to show up the
good in their own ranks and the evil in the
ranks of their opponents. There is the usual
number of stump speakers, always available
at such times as these, and political oratory
is now as plentiful throughout the Dominion
as the needs of a well canvassed country
requires. Every town, village and quiet
little nook is being treated to long and elo-
quent dissertations on matters of finance,
trade, separate schoels and obstruction, to-
gether with a conglomeration of volubility
difficult to find & name for.
