population perished.

It is in an especial manner remarkable,
in this divmal catsiogue how luge a por-
tion of the victims of the Revolution wero
persons in the muddhing and lower ranks of
life.  The priests and puilotined are only
2313, while the persons of plebian arigin
excerd 13,000! The nobles and priests
put to death at Nantes were only 2160,
winle the infunts drowned and shot are
two thousand, the woemen 764. and the
artisans 5300!  No apidly, in revolution-
ary convulsions, dues the carzer of cruchy
reach the lower orders, and wide-spread
is the carnage dealtout to them, compared
with that which they have sought to fnflict
on their superiors.
