But the public accounts of Canada show several

" most 3abstantisl reasons why needy poiiticians and
agpiring lawyers should long for such 2 Union.

The Canadianrevenue for 1883 amounted to about
ten millions of dollars, Of this amount only
$3,717,738 went to pay the intereat@on. its debt.

. 'The greater part of the remainder was expended in
salaries, &c. It may mot be amiss to notice a few of
these expenditures,

The Civil Government of the Province in 1863

‘the salaries of the Governor General and the mem-
bers of the Ezecutive and their subordinates, acd
the contingenecies of their offices—amounted &s we
have sbowi}$d 430,527, for the year 1863,

But this .is not by any means all of the public
money the politicians share amongat themselves and
their feiends; the expenses of the Legislature in
1861 were $463,124. Last yesr they amounted to
$627,377. :

Their House of Assembly i3 composed of 130 mem-
bers. Their Legislative Council of about 60 mem-
bers, we believe. The whole is a little more than
three times a3 large as the New Brunswick Legisla-
ture. .Imagine our Legislature spending on itself
the one-third or even the one-fourth of $463,000 per
anoum “in ordinary years, or of $627,377 in suech
years as last year was iz Canads.

It is but fair to state that last year the expenses of
boldiug elections amounted - to about $537,000; but
pearly ail the remainder, $370,000, went to Dpay the
expenses of the Legislature itself,

Each Housa pays ita Speaker $3200. The clerks,

messengers, &c., of the Legislative Council, are
gearcely more numerous than those of our owa
Council, and the salaries do not seem very extrava-
gant. The first clerk ge1s 32000 a year, the second
$1800, and & Law Clerk 31000, Tboe Cheplsin and
Librarian gets $1000. The current expenses, what-
ever they were, amounted to $35,000, and the Mem-
bers Indemnity, or pay, as we wouid call it, to
$105,000.
In the Assembly, the clerk gets $1994; an English
translator, $2000 ; the sssistant clerk, S1600. The
contingent expenses of this House in 1863 amounted
to $171,407—more than thirteen hundred dollars for
every member ! How paltry and insignificant the
contingency account of our Assembly at the worst
of times appears when  compared 1w this. A faw
petty acts of plunder have sometimes disgraced our
Legislature, and excited tke just indiguation of the
people ; bus extravagance such as this no Assembly
lu this Province has ever dared to venture oa.

The indemnity to members of the Assewbly
smounted to $178; $52--mora shen §1352 for each
member.

It ia something for & needy politician to be mem-
ber of sueh u Legisiature as this. Faocy some of
our leading politicians snngly settled io office as
President of Council, or Minister of JAgriculture,
with nothing on carth to do, and a salary of $5000
8 year, and pay as member of the Legislature 31350 |
aud his personal share of the contingeacies, say
$650 more,— wouldn’s it be nice ? Is itnout something
worth meking an effort to obtajn ? ’

And then, you know, when this Confederation
tekea place, and the Viceroyalty is established, the
snlaries of the ministera must be increased so as to
be commensurate with the vasiness of our territories
and resources, and ¢ 85 to enable them to sustain
properly the digoity of the Viceregal Government,
People would soon lose all respect for the Viceroy- |
alty if ita chief men had only $7000 or $8000 a year
in salary and pickinga. $10,000 would be the smal.
leat salary for which any man worthy of the position
wonld uadertake the duties and responsibilities of an
office in the Viceregal government, whica would
sway the destinies of so many millions of square
miles and so many millions of people, and dazzle the
eyes of wondering Yankee Republicans with its
splendor,

Three assistant judges were paid $4000 each, and
this amount is added to the expenszes of the Legisia-
tare—why, we do not know. R. E, Oaron, for sa.
laries und contingencies ¢f office as Commissioner
for codifying the laws during 1863, was peid $15,.
¢68. The printing for the Commission cost $3555,
and the printing of the laws $32,489, and the dis-
tribution of the laws cost 83,100.

We have pretty clearly shown why & needy man
who seeks to make a living by politics, and {0 take
care of himself above all things, and who thinks or
hopes that he would be elected to the Legislature of
ihe new nation, shonld dezire most eagerly a union
of the Provinces. Ia our next lezson we will show
what gpecial advantages a quion offers to aspiring
Iawyors.
