Thia system of edu-
cation, the natural fruit of liberalism and contem-
rorary indifference, exposes siudenta to even grearer
denger than .the Protestant University of Dablin.
For thie reaszon Pins 1X. bas warped tke faithful
Irish against it, and the Qatholic biczarchy of Ire-
land, obedient to the yoice of the Sovereign Pontiff,
have unanimously condemned it at the National
Oouncil of Thurles in 1856. The pecple, thank God,

This
appeal will doubtless be heard., Let us open widely
our hands for a work with which iz connected the
salvation of many souls, the honor of Ireland, azd
the effective participstion of her children in the ad-
ministratios and government of their own couniry.

With respect to the Oatholic ciaims, the Moade
says :.~What is demanded is surely very simple and
just.

Fraance has become ancommonly
prosperous, but its prosperity was mostly effected by
the toil of its people, sided by a fostering snd pa-
ternal government.. Belginm, Holland, America
and other lands are accumulating wealth, and ali is
due to the indugtrial skill end teil of their people,
their respective goternments encouraging them by
beneficial laws, the frait of wisa legislution.

Ireland cannot rely on any such aid a3 good gov-
ernment, for she is united with & npation =hich de-
lights in keeping her people in poverty, and which
nearly two bundred years ago commanded an Eng-
lish monarch to destroy our woollen manufactore.—
But aithongh the weight of misgovernment hangs
abour our necks, we have clear headsand supple
hands to assist us. We do not require an act of
parliament to enabie us to grow fax, or to erect &
scutch-mill, or & mil: to spin yarn, It is capital,
skill, and commerciai energy that will enabls us to
do these things,

Again, we don’t need & 6w to give ug permiasion
to make frieze or fine woollen clothe and bisnkets.
It is skill, money and enterprise that will accomplish
thiz aldo, See the vast number of gheep that were at
the fair of Ballinasloe. More than 70,000 of thege
animala crowded the parks of the town, and their
anosy whiteness astonished those wha beheld them,
What & vast quantity of wool these would produce.
If eacn fleece would weigh Tib. we at once aee a
half million pounds ot wool ready for Irish mack-
facturing parposes, and in other parts of Ireland
there are milliona of pourds to add to our stock of
this valuable article.

Where dots it all go to? Same i3 kept in Ireland
to make frieze; but the nine-tenths of it finda its
way to Eogland, France and Germany, to give em-
ployment to the people of these couatries, and en-
rich sthem. We could, if we exerted ourselves, con-
vert every poutd of itinto frivze, broad-cloth, 8an-
nel, blankets, stockings and other articles, and after
supplyisg our own wants, send the remsinder to
Bogland and Americs.

We should bestiv ourselves, and do more in the
wanoficturing line than at present. Nearly half
cur peopls wear kid gloves, which ars generally
manufaciared in France. Where are all the kid-
gkins found from which they are made? Not in
France certaioly, for we know & gentleman in Don-
dalk who bas been in the habitef exporiiag several
ton8 weight of kid ekins annually 1o the south of
France! And after giving vast employment to the
people there, they are sent back to Irslsnd, to be
worn by our people, who never imsgine that they
bave on their hands the skins of Irish kids. Now,
this menufacture requires oo great amount of capital,
snd it would be worth while to go to France and
lesrn the trade and establish it in Ireland.

We gend 8 vagt emount of bones every vear to
Eogland. Soms of them are turned into valuable
manure, and some used for other purposes, Wiy are
they not groond in Ireland, and kept to fertilize
our 8cil? We wapt labor for oar people to keep
them at home, aud this labor we could provide if we
only made & little exertion. -We could grow beot
and corvert into sugar ; and our soil is weil adapred
for predueing exceilent tobacco. Will any persons
commence these branches of manufacture, and enable
the children of the luboring class to earn theiz bread’
in their own land? We gee toc many intelligent
people going about with their hands in their pocketa,
We etk them to make better use of them, and atrive

to’employ the people and enrich the country. We

our 1000 boys and girls may find' work, aud that the
comwercs of the town may commence to flourish and
enrich our merchants and truders. 'This i the way
to build up the prosperity of a nation, and uutil

ProdreaitTy o ImBLAND. —Now that the barvest
work i3 over, Emigration has received a fresh impe-
tug, and the people in the interior of the country are
joining those in the vicinity of Irish seaports, and
taking their passages for New York snd other Stales
across the Atlantic. From reliable information
which bhas reached us, compled with the accounts
published in the Oork and other jourpale, we have
reason %o tbink that tte emigration from Ireland this
year will far exceed that of any ather year since the
takiog of the cewsus in 1861. A correspondent
whose avocations Jead him to pay frequent vis:ts to
nearly all the counties in this Province, and to many
in the North and South of the istend, bas assared us
that not only the Iaboring and farming classes, but
small traders in the towns, appear to be absorbed by
one ides, and that i, to quite the country, He seys
~*¢ If there were a positive certainty that the entire
island ia to bo submerged at ro distant date, there
could not ba greater anxiety to leave it than I have
heard expressed by persons both iz towzs and in
rural distriets. They ell sppear to be laboring
uuder & dread of some great calamity impending,
but which they either will nat or cannot give a name
to ; and this feeling js shared by many i Ulster as
well as in Connaught and Munster. No doubt, the
deszire to emigrate has been muoch increased by a
sterling reason, You are aware that large sums of
mouey —to the smount of many millions—have, from
time to time, been sent from the Irish in America to
their relations and friends in this country ; for the
past four or five years there was a great falliog off
in the remittances, owing, it was thouaght, to the
contributions from the Irish in the United States for
Fenian purposes; whether thia be so, of course, I
know not, but it i3 a significant fact, that within the
presgnt year the remittances irom America have
largely increased, no small smount havicg been sent
by private hand, ¢ fearing (said one of my ipformants)
that it would be stopped if it came by letter’ And
many of these remitiances are ‘accompanied by ear-
nest solicitations that the recipiects would lose no
time in making arrangements to quit ireland, lam
aware of more than half a dozen instapces where
landlords have offered leazes to industrious tenanta
in the hope of keeping them at bome, but they were
respectfully refozed, except in one case in which the
tenunt somewbat tarily replied, ¢it's rather late
now ; had you offered it a few years back I would
bave taken it with thanks, but as things turoeg out,
I'm glad you didn’t, There are maay reasons given
for this wholeeole emigration, but it is svident that
thera are others which are not uttered; however,
the outpouring of the people will be seriously appa-
reat before August next, if I do not misceleulats.’—~
