Ata tirne when the cails of patriotism and the
gaps in the ranks caused by prolonged warfare

Since the beginning of the new
year, thse writer has been in recçipt of a large
number of letters from school cbildren dealing with'
general subjects, but in many of which they have
stated that they were unable to attend achoolas
there was no teacher or *the schoolhouse was closed.
Is there nothing to prevent thit? Io the cloeed
school flot a good argument i favor of the coSol-
dated school, or are there other ways of deaiing
with the matter?

We refrain from further remarks and leave the
subject for consideration.
