Part IL-Exhumation BurîCd or Transfer Op.rations

ARTICLE 7

The Commission may create anid maintain temporary cemeteries in Fren,

territory and may have in its possession the necessary equipment to Colle(

identlfy and give temporary burial to remains and to transfer thefli

permanent cemeteries. These operations may be extended ta remains conul

frorm other countries. The. Commission shall be the anly authority perrnitt

to cary out these operations. No exhumation or repatriation of bodies

members of the Armed Forces of the Commonwealth countries may be carrI~

out unless authorised by the Commission.

ARTICLE 8

The Commission shall fot be subject to French laws and regulatic~

concerning permaits for the burial, exhumation and transfer of remnains, 1

the Commission undertakes to carry out these operations in such a way t

they will not constitute a danger to public health and ta take ail saiiitO

measures necessary for this purpose.

ARTICLE 9

The French~ Governmnt shall grant ail necessary facilities for transpc

accommodation of personnel, setting up of offices, storing of mnaterial 8

procuring of labour, ta carry out the work contemplated in Part II of 1

present Agreement, with the reservation lhat the prior consent of the Fret

authorities shail be obtained and that ail the expense incurred shail be sett

i aceôrdaflce with current rates.
