Fishing

Since the foundation of the colony
fishinge has dominated the economy ané created
the character of Newfoundland, In terms of
dollars the industry is not the most importent
in the island tod=sy, but it still emrloys
the greatest number of peorle,.

In 1938 fishermen made up roughly
25,000 or 8.2% of the porulation., This
percentsge is slightly less than the rercent-
afre en gaged in agrﬂcthure in Crnada in 1938,

It is worth noting by way of comparison
that 22,000 are currently employed on defence
progects. A substantial proportion of them
are Newfoundlenders.

The principal fish engaging the attention
of Newfoundlanders is the cod, Three systems
of catching and curing are followed:

(1) The Shore Fishery

This may be described as a
subsistence system carried

on by households, The capital
required is not great and the
- catching and curing are
performed by a fisherman and
his family., Shore fisheries
enrloyed 19,164 men in 1938 -
the largest proportion of
fishermen., The catch of shore
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
