I have the honour to acknowledge receipt of your letter of October 29, 1975
concerning the establishment of a second cattie quarantine station in the territory of
Saint Pierre and Miquelon and the application to that station of the provisions
contained in the Exchange of Notes concIuded on April 3, 1969 between our tWO
Governments for a similar purpose.
