The obligation of a High ýContracting iParty to take measyires to egsure the
observance of the conditions of the present Convention in his own territorie'
and territorial waters, and by his vessels, shall not apply to those of his terr4

tories to which the Convention dôes not apply, and the territorial waters
adjacent thereto, or to vessels registered ini such terrîtories. S

ARTICLE 14

The present Convention, the Frenchi and English texts of which shall both
be authoritative, shall remain open until the thirty-first of March 1932 for signa-~
tuîre on behaif of any Member of the League of Nations or of any non-meinher 1
State.

ÀBaTIOLE 15

The present Convention, shahl be ratified. The instruments of ratification~
shall be deposited with the Secretary-General of the League of Nations, who di
shail notify their receipt to ail Members of the League of Nations and noni- le
meinher States indicating the'-dates of their deposit. ex

ARTICLE 16

As from the first of April 1932, any Member of the League of Nations and
any non-ruember State, on whose behaîf the Convention has not been signed tc
before that date, may accede thereto. dE

The instruments of accession shall be deposited with the Secretary-Gei-
eral of the League of Nations, who shall notify ail the Members of the League dE
of Nations and non-member States of their deposit and the date thereof. le

ARTICLE, 17

~The present Convention shall enter into force on the~ ninetieth day f ollow-
ing the receipt by the Secretary-General of the Leagu. of Nations of ratific- i
tions or accessions on behalf of not less than eight Mexubers of the Leau oL
or uon-member States, including the Kingdoxu of 1Nýorway and the United King- ou
dom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. N

As regards any Member of the League or non-member State on whos
behaif an instrument of ratification or accession is subsequently deposited, te u
Convention shall enter into force on the ninetieth day after the date of te C
deposit of such instrument. d

ARTICLE 18

If after the coming into force of the present Convention the Council o
the T4ague of Nations, at the request of any two M4embers of the League or de
non-mexuber States with regard to which the Convenxtioni is then inx force, salla
convene~ a Conference for the revision of the Convention, the Iligh Contract
ing Parties agree to be represented at any Conference s0 convexxed. P
