The people of Canada have
welconed the opportunity to contribute to the Canadian Red
Cross Society for the purpose of sending vital medical supp=-
lics to the Russian front. This desire to share more fully
in a common effort to wir the war and to cooperate more eff-
€ctively in times of peac s found official expression in the
arrangenents which have recently been made between Canada and
Russia providing for the establishnent of direct diplomatioc
relations between our two Governments by the opening of Leg=-
ations in our reéspective countries. We, in Canada, stand ready
to extend a warm welcome to the official representative of
the U.8.8.R. We greatly welcome the exchange of views that
this exchange of representatives will make possible,

when .the scourge of Fascisn is ended, our peoples will work
side by side to aid in the cstablishment of a world order
based upon the dignity of all men and the inter-dependence of
all nations.
