dian Mounted. Police had been tried and sen-
tenced for an offence concerning the misap-
plication cf funds, and that their sentences
are under review. Could the minister inform
the house what body is reviewing the sen-
tences? Further, could he inform. the house
what the sentences were and explain the
matter more fully?

Hon. Guy Favreau <Minister cf Justice):
Mr. Speaker, I have not; been presented with
any material in relation to this matter yet.

Mr. Nielsen: When the minister bas the
material at hand will he report to the bouse
on this incident, and will lie now informn the
house whether it is the government's inten-
tion te introduce legislation, similar to that
existing in the National Defence Act, which
would make the decisions of any court set up
within the R.C.M.P. subject te a review board
appeal court?

Mr. Favreau: 0f course, Mr. Speaker, this
relates te sometbing wbicb might eventually
be the subject of government policy, and for
that reason it may only be announced i due
course.

And the other is from the community of
Alice Arm alse pretesting inconvenience
caused by the seamnen's strike. Would the
minister bring this te the attention of the

Department of Labour because delay in
settling the dispute is causing inconvenience
and worse in that area? This is a matter
engagmng the attention of two labour officiais
and I ask that urgent efforts be made to bring
about a solution of the problem. as between
the C.B.R.T. and the S.I.U. in order to end
the inconvenience to these people.
