The twenty sixth pariament having been dissolved by proclamation on Wednesday,September 8, 1965, and writs having been issued and returned, a new parliament; wassummoned to meet for the dispatch of business on Tuesday, January 18, 1966, and did
accordingly meet on that day.

convoked by proclamation of His Exceilency
the Governor General for the dispatch of
business, and the members of the house being
assembled:

Léon J. Raymond, Esquire, O.B.E., the
Clerk of the House, read to the House a letter
from the assistant secretary to the Governor
General informing him that the Honourable
Robert Taschereau, Chief Justice of Canada,
ini his capacity as Deputy Governor General,
would proceed to the Senate chamber to open
the first session of the twenty seventh parlia-
ment of Canada on Tuesday, the eighteenth
day of January, at eleven o'clock.

A message was delivered by Major C. R.
Lamoureux, Gentleman Usher of the Black
Rod, as follows:
Memabers of the House of Commons:

It is the desire of the Honourable the Deputy of
His Excellency the Governor General that this
honourable house attend him imrnediately in the
chamber of the honourable the Senate.

Accordîngly, the House went up to the
Senate Chamber, when the Speaker of the
Senate said:
Honourable Members of the Senate,

and Members of the House of Comnmons:
I have it in commnand to let you know that His

Excellency the Governor General does not sec fit
to declare the causes of his sumnmonlng the present
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parliamnent of Canada until the Speaker of the
House of Commons shall have been chosen accord-
ing to law, but this afternoon, at the hour of three
o'clock, His Excellency will declare the causes of
calling this parliament.
