UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE—PENSION INCOME DEDUCTIONS

Mr. Neil Young (Beaches): Mr. Speaker, on the different 
matter of unemployment insurance and pensioners, 1 have a 
petition signed by a number of individuals from the Hamilton- 
Beamsville area who ask Parliament to examine the Govern­
ment’s intent to deduct pension income from unemployment 
insurance benefits and ask that those pensioners be treated 
fairly because of the number of years of service that they have 
given to Canada.

tion of universal family allowances and to rescind the unfair 
tax increases. I have similar petitions from the Province of 
British Columbia, the Province of Nova Scotia and the Prov­
ince of Quebec.

Mr. Nelson A. Riis (Kamloops-Shuswap): Mr. Speaker, 1 
have two copies of a petition from Saskatchewan and British 
Columbia bringing to the Government’s attention the very 
difficult times the Government’s budget and its decision to 
deindex family allowance is creating for the families of 
Canada. The petitioners ask the Government to reinstate full 
indexation of universal family allowance and to rescind a 
number of the unfair tax increases in the last Budget.
