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An Effort Will Be Made to Have
Anglo - American - Commission

Washington, Nov. 28.--An effort will be
made by persons interested in lake trans-
portation to have the Anglo-American Oom-’
mission take up the pmoject for a canal
jolning the Great Lakes and the Atlantic,
This project has been favorably reporrted’
apon by a deep waterway comm}alou_
authorized by Congress and appoinied b.v‘
ihe President. While this established the
practicability of the canal, the present;
movement contemplates the devising by .
the Ancl&-Amerlcan Commission of a plan,
of joint actiony, by which work will actually |
be begun. The pgver route would be by
the way of the St. Lawrence River and
Lake Champlain, a cut of 29 miles being
gufficlent, it Is sald, for that link in the
canal. Another cut of 24 miles would carry
the canal to the Hudson River, thus con-,
necting the shipping of New Nork and Chl-;

St. Lawrence River, Lake Champlain aml:
Hudson Bi{er. The projectors of this |
movement eay the cut from the St. Law-
rence to Lake Champlain can be made for
$3,000,000 or $4,000,000, as the topography
is most favorable for canal digging. They
are proceeding on the idea of having the
two Governments do the work, each doiug
the construction on its own side, thus mak-,
ing it a Government rather than a privite
enterprise.
