One man fractured the skull of
Thomas Landry, a French-Canadian, broke
the arm of Narylsse Oulllette and frac-
tured two ribs of Emil Langlols. Charles
Brann, foreman, hearing the disturbance,
attempted to stop it, He Is now in the
hands of the cook with a fractured elbow
and a bad cut along the right cheek. Peter
Gagnon, a big French-Canadian of influence
with the members of the crew, arrived in
time to prevent further fighting.

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Gape-to-Cairo Telegraph Line
Getting Gradually Forward
Towards Completion.

OPERATING 1300  MILES,

With 750 Miles Yet to Be Built Be-
fore Connection is Made With
Khartoum.

FOUR MONTHS TO BUILD 50 MILES.

Following the Cape-to-Cairo Tele-
graph Line the Cape-to-Cairo
Railroad.

London, Dec. 26.—A despatch from Dur-

ban to a news agency here announces that
the Cape-to-Cairo telegraph line is mow in

operation to & point 50 miles north of |

Katanga and 100 miles beyond the south-
crn line of Lake Tanganyika.

Under the terms of an agreement entered
into in 1899 betweep the German Govern-
ment ‘and the African Transcontinental
Telegraph Company, the line between Cairo
and Cape Town must be completed within
five years from that date. The distance
from Cape Town to Katanga as the crow
flies is nearly 1300 miles.

This is just about what remains to be
done, for telegraphic communication be-
tween Omiro and Khartoum, a distnce
roughly estimated at 750 mlles, has been
assured since the downfall of the Khalifa.
Of course, it is the most difficult part of
the work that yet remains to be accom-
plished. A telegram from Karonga last
June anticipated the completion of the line
to Katanga by the end of July. It has,
consequently taken over four months to
carry it 50 miles north.

When the Uganda Raillway reaches a
point sufficiently near Lake Victoria Ny-
anza, the matepial for. the trans-African
telegraph will be sent from the coast via
Mombasa, and this will greatly facllitate
the work.

London, Dec. 26.—The Rev. Dr. Parker,
pastor of the City Temple, referred in ‘the
course of his Ohristmas sermon to his
week's editorship of The Sun; a haltpenny
afternoon paper.

A theoretical Christian laid aside his
Bible and hymn book to follow the betting
news.

“The letters I received from nominai
Christians during my editorship disgusted
me. Christians are becoming invalids, and
the Church is a hospital. Nurses are want-
ed. Manliness is dead.”

FIFTEEN HUNDRED REFORMERS

'MASSACRED

s

BY CHUNG HI TUNG

Chinese Viceroy Invited Twenty-Seven Leaders and Twelve Thous-
and Amied Followers of Kang Yu Wei Into a City, Beheads
Officers and Kills Others—History Repeated-

Chicago, Dec. 26.—A speclal from Vancou
ver, B,C., to The Record says: News of the
massacre’ of 1500 members of the reform
forces in China and_the beheading of 27
of thelr leaders was received here to-day In
a cable by W. A. Cumyow, secretary-of the
Chinese Reform Association in America.
The engagement took place in the Province
of Pechill. Besides the terrible massacre
it resulted in the complete demoralization
of -the reform forces.

The battle, into which the reformers were
brought by treachery, occurred Dec. 18, and
the work of the Chipese Government has
as a consequence been -discredited in all
that part of the country. The Chinese here
are loud in their expressions of disapproval
of the conduct of the campaign by thelr
leaders.

Invites Reform Leaders to Call,

It appears from the few details given In
the cable received that Tong Mu, the re-
form leader, at the head of a badly armed
force of 12,000 men, paid a visit to Chung
Hi Tung, the Governor of the distriet, who,
tho an Imperial officer, was believed to be
in sympathy with the reform movement.

| Tong was invited to the Governor’s palace,

and with his 12,000 men marched into the
city. The reformers left all their arms
outs'de the gates, taking the precaution

only to carry their loaded revolvers. There
were 5000 Imperial troops in the town, but
nothing was feared from them. A delay of
a day took place in order that other reform
leaders ‘might be sent for.
Battle Follows a Dispute.

When the audience with the Governor
was finally arranged there were 27 of the
leading followers of Kang Yu Wel admit-
ted. Then a disagreement arose,  The
Governor had the leaders seized and taken
into the courtyard, where they were be
headed. In the meantime a secret order
had been sent to the Imperial troops to
descend upon the poorly armed rabble of
reformers. The 5000 well-drilled soldiers
took the country people completely by sur-
prise, but, nevertheless, the main body of
the latter pluckily fought a way thru the
gates and escaped. They carried away
tkeir own wounded, but left 1500 dead iu
the streets of the city.

Leaders Slain Without Warning.

The cable says that the gcene of the
butchery was frightful and that the reform
leaders were not given a moment’s warning
before being killed. A large amount of
gold was also lost by the reformers, who

are now without a single leader and are
completely disbanded so far as the district
is concerned.

She walked along Lombard-street to Vic-
toria-street, and had reached the lane at
the rear of the Confederation Life Building,
when a young man wearing a light overcoat
and a brown stiff hat suddenly seized her,
pulled her into the lane, gagged her, thrust
her into a vehicle and drove off with her
thru the lane to Queen-street. The giry
claims she kwnew nothing more until she
awoke in a small house, where, besides the
man who earried her away, was a colored
woman. ' There she was detalned over Sun-
day and subjected to terrible usage, being

claims she made her escape and fell Into
the hands of Police Constable Magurnan on
University-avenue, to whom she related hem .
story. She was taken to the Court-street
Station, where she was kept until hes
friends appeared and claimed her,

When the girl met the policeman hey
clothes were torn and an examination afe
terwards by Dr. Aikins, the police say
corroborated her story.

Yesterday the girl was taken by one of
the officials of the Morality Department
to the scene of the alleged outrage, but
nothing was learned thru the trip, except
what has already been stated.

The girl claims the house she was de-
tained in was a roughcast cottage, with
an electric light and poplar trees in front
and on one side a vacant lot surrounded by
a fence. She says that she noticed the
house particularly after she had made her
escape and it is situated about two blocks
from the point at which she met Policeman
Magurnan, probably Willlam-street.

She does not attempt to describe her as-
sailant, but says the colored woman in the
house always referred to him as Lou.

Miss MeKendrick's friends last night re
fused to discuss the case, being anxious to
avold publicity.
