A westbound freight, NoO. 895, in!

tonville, The eastbound train, in~cha_u"ge
of Conductor William Young, left Little
York at 3.15 p.m., and had orders thiu
to Port Hope. The westbound train
did not see a stop signal at Newton-
ville, and pushed on, only to run into
the eastboynd train- The crash was|
terrific. Both engines, two moguls of
the largest type, were derailed, and|
their boilers burst. The cars behind |
each, 33, 66 in all, were jammed to-
gether, and half of them piled high|
in a mass of debris that at once took |
fire, and burned as if made of straw.

He returned here to-
night, and declared the injured were
all doing well, and that their condition
was not serious. They are all housed
with James Nichols, who lives near
the scene of the wreck.

A wrecking train came up from
Belleville, but the track was not clear-
ed till after 12 o'clock. The train due
in Toronto at 9.15 was stalled at Port
Hope, and the east-bound passenger
that leaves Toronto at 10 was stalled

{ at Bowmanville for hours.

Agent Overworked.

Conductor Young, in speaking of the
disaster, says that Station Agent Mc-
Dougall admits that he is to blame be-
cause he failed to put out a stop signal,
but he pleads that he has too much
work. to do.

Further, the G.T.R. from Newton-
ville to Port Hope is not double-track-
ed. This is the only portion of the line
that is single track.

BOTH TORONTO MEN,

way circles with deep regret. Deceased
was well-known here, having been em=
ployed for some time in the Bathurst-
street Yards. He left the yards two
years ago, and went on the road. Dur-
ing the time he worked here, Matthews
resided with a sister on Niagara=-
street.

Dr. Wortman Has New Theory That
Man Came From Primates
: Thru Fire.

New Haven, Conn,, Jan. 21.—Dr. J.
¥. Wortman of Yale go-night outlined
his theory of the origin of human life
in a lecture in which he reviewed his
researches covering years, upsetting
both orthodox and former sciéntific
beliefs. He advocated three distinct
theories, mofe or less revolutionary:

First—All life began at the north

pole. -

Second—The primates, including apes,
monkeys and lemurs, who lived at the
pole, were directly the ancestors of the
human race.

Third—The evolution of the primates
to human beings took place at the
same time and largely because of the
effect of the discovery of fire.

Dr. Wortman two years ago took up
the investigations: of the late Prof.
Marsh, in plaeontology, and visited|
Wyoming, where he discovered perfecti
skulls of primates similar to those|
found in Northern, Europe, and ';\Iudu,-
gascar. His theory is that these were
in the tropical zone extgnding ound
the north pole, a8 simil% skullg were
found in America, Europd and Africa.

FORT RETURNED THE FIR
FROMGERMMHR VEGGELS

Three Began to Shell San Carlos
Yesterday Morning and Kept
It Up All Day.

Maracaibo, Venezuela,” Jan. 21.—
Three German war vessel‘s, supposed
to be the Panther, Vineta and Falke,

began shelling ' the Fort of San Car-

ilos at 10.30 o’clocktRis morning. The

fora returned the fire. The engaz‘ei
ment was in progress-at 1 o'clock this
afternpon. x

The correspondent of the Associated
Press, in a rowboat, approached to
within three miles of the fort at noon.
The roar of the guns was terrific. The
Panther appeared to'be not more than
500 yards from the fort. Her guns
were being fired every minute.

The fort could not be seen for the|
clouds of smoke, but it was plain)
that the Venezuelan gunners were |
answering the German fire splendidly,-
and with great rapidity.

At 1 o'clock in the afternoon an
explosion occurred, apparently in the
fort, and a denser cloud of smoke
covered part of the ramparts. A aum-
ber of Indian fishermen were inter-
of
the fort in their dug-out canoes. They

! reported that the smoke seen was from
|the' burning Village of San Carls,

which had been shelled by the Ger-
man ships, and- was in flames.

The shelling of San Carlos shas crea-
ted much excitement among the Her-
man, residents of this port, who have
protested ~ against theé action of the

warships.

MYSTERIOUS EARTH' FISSURE.

Massagchusetis Town - Puzzled by an
" Explosion at Daylight.

Whitman, Mass., Jan. 21.—Two fis-
sures in the earth about three feet
deep and a few inches wide, and run-
ning for a distance of a quarter of a
mile, are the only\evidence of a mys-
terious explosion which "= ook - this
town just ‘before daylight to-day.
Houses were violently shaken. The
report was hcard three-quarters of a
mile away. i

Certain residents . here  aroused by
the incident began search at daylight.
In a meadow a quarter of a mile from
their houses they found a crack in the
earth’s crust about 3 feet in depth and
w0 or three inches wide. They fol-
lowed it for three-quarters of a mile
before they reached the end. Later,
they discovered another fissure of the
same description about 75 feet away
froin the first and parailel with it.

An explanation of the explosion is
lacking.
