Ottawa, Feb. 12—Mobilization for
home defence by means of the enforce-
mient of the Militia Act, the application
of the national service system to the
farm problem in order to furnish labor
mnd facilitate production, an occupational
survey to determine the previous line of
employment of men now at the front,
end the utilization of femalec labor in
ammunitions output are outstanding re-
eommendations of the national service
directors, who have just concluded =«
lengthy session.

The deliberations were in the light of
the information gained from the national
service cards. . As the work, however, is
now completed the board unanimously
agreed to extend to March 81 the time
for supplying the answers called for.

Chairman Bennett, sketched the work
which had been done and estimated that
the return of the national service cards
was not far from eighty per cent com-
plete. This considerably exceeds expect-
ations.

Chief Problem. ! |

The labor situation i the west is the
most serious problem with which the
board has to deal. There is a shortage
of 15,000 men while 375,000 more acres
than last year will await cultivation this

ring. The directors calculate that this
:ﬁ;ﬁciency can be supplied only from:
~ A.—Cities and towns, by men not
available for military service, but who
possess some actual knowledge of farm-
ing or at least of handling horses.

%.—Provincc of Quebec, where, from
information disclosed by national service
cards, there appears to be a surplus of

C.—The United States. i

Conferences are to be called immedi-
ately in Winnipeg and attended by re-
presentatives of the federal departments
of -agriculture and labor and the interior,
the provincial department of agriculture,
transportation companies and farmers
and labor organizations. The national
service directors will endeavor to co-re-
Jate the efforts of various organizations
in supplying the west with the labor re-
quired. Those who have signified their
willingness to undertake other work for
the state than that at which they are
now engaged will be able to find employ-
ment in increasing farm production in
Canada.

On Thursday the American
Ieague club officers will gather to pass
on the schedule and to consider mat-
ters previous to the opening of the pen-
nant season, while on Friday' the Inter-
national League will meet in Newark
to prepare the 1917 schedule and to dis-
cuss the baseball situation in the minor |
leagues. !
